Stressing that they will continue to discuss and
discuss problems and find solutions to
problems with DEIK, President Erdogan
continued: "We support all those who work for
Turkey, export, increase their investments,
relying on the Turkish economy, and support
the construction of the Turkish Century.

President Erdogan said it was a great honor for
him to go along with every person who worked
hard and laid stone after stone to bring the
concept of the Century of Turkey to life.
President Erdogan said, "We are pleased and
lucky to have company with you, my brothers,
who rightly fulfill the mission of "Our job is to
bring our strength to the world." Today I would
like to emphasize once again that we will be
with you as long as you work, produce, invest,
export and want to contribute to the Turkish
economy."

Stating that the doors of every friend who
works with them, including all cabinet
ministers, are open to DEIK members and
entrepreneurs, President Erdogan stated that
he does not accept any excuses when it comes
to the business world, and that he will never
refrain from doing what is necessary if he sees
anywhere in it in relation to a flaw, negligence,
or mistake.

"I pray that our love, solidarity and
camaraderie will always be preserved,"
President Erdogan said, noting that the global
economy has been in very rough waters for the
past 4-5 years.

Noting that the economic problems caused by
the Covid pandemic have been further
complicated by conflicts in the region,
President Erdogan continued: "We are facing
many challenges, from freight prices to trade
restrictions, from fluctuations in energy and
food prices to other uncertainties. In addition
to all these challenges, Turkey has experienced

a major earthquake. As a result of the
earthquakes on February 6, more than 53
thousand people died. The damage from the
earthquake, which affected a total of 11
provinces and 14 million people, amounts to
$104 billion for our economy. Not only houses
were destroyed, but also our production
facilities were damaged, commercial
establishments were destroyed, enterprises
were closed, and the infrastructure of our cities
was seriously damaged. Of the 850 thousand
independent sections that fell into disrepair in
the earthquake zone, 170 thousand are jobs.
No economy, no matter how developed,
including Europe and America, can easily
overcome such a predicament."

"OUR EXPORTS EXCEEDED 255 BILLION
DOLLARS AND BROKE A RECORD IN
THE HISTORY OF THE REPUBLIC”
President Erdogan said that in addition to the
earthquake, they have held three elections in a
row over the past year, and that everyone
knows perfectly well that the election agenda
has slowed down work in the bureaucracy,
postponed investment plans in the business
world, increased caution in commercial life
and made the country's economy stagnant as a
whole.

Noting that despite all these negative aspects,
they did not break away from their goals in any
area, from exports to growth, from
employment to investment, President Erdogan
said that he would like to share some figures.
Stressing that thanks to the efforts of DEIK
members, exports exceeded 255 billion dollars
and broke a record in the history of the
republic, President Erdogan said: "As of April,
annual exports reached $257.6 billion. In
January-April 2024, exports increased by 2.7
percent compared to the same period of the
previous year and reached 82.9 billion dollars.
We have increased our share of total global
exports from 0.55 percent in 2002 to 1.08
percent in 2023. The annual current account
deficit, which reached $57 billion in May last
year, fell to $31.2 billion in March. The current
account balance, excluding gold and energy,
showed an annual surplus of $36.1 billion. I
believe that the improvement in the current
account deficit will continue."

Stating that the results are also promising in
terms of growth, President Erdogan said: "With
a growth rate of 4.5 percent, we are ranked first
in Europe, second in the OECD countries and
fourth in the G-20. Our national income has
exceeded $1.1 trillion for the first time in

history. The unemployment rate for March
2024 dropped to 8.6 percent."

President Erdogan said that Turkey ended last
year with good results on many topics, from
tourism to computer science, from wellness
tourism to logistics and contracting services,
and that Turkey, like the rest of the world, has
achieved successes exceeding targets, with the
exception of inflation, which is the main source
of problems.

"OUR GROSS RESERVES HAVE
INCREASED TO $140 BILLION”

The roadmap in the economy is based on the
Medium-Term Program (MTP) and the 12th
Annual Agenda. Stressing that this is a
development plan, President Erdogan said:
"Despite the crises in our region, local
government elections and the populist rhetoric
of the opposition, we remain faithful to our
roadmap. Until March 31, when our citizens
were showered with promises, we did not rely
on the electoral economy. We did not risk the
future of our country and our people for our
own political gain, like others."

Stating that those who, until yesterday, handed
out promises from their wallets at the polling
places, are now borrowing debt after debt and
raising prices, President Erdogan said: "I don't
even count the appointments that they turned
into a lottery of relatives. In the coming years,
we will understand much better how our
government made a historic decision at a very
critical moment."

Noting that they have begun to reap the
positive benefits of the economic program,
President Erdogan said: "Our gross reserves,
which in May last year amounted to 97.1
billion dollars, increased by 42 billion dollars to
140 billion dollars. The growth of net
international reserves excluding swaps over the
past 1.5 months amounted to $50.7 billion. If
you remember, some people, including
economists, journalists, politicians and
professors, made a stir before March 31. As
before every election, they once again instilled
fear in the nation because of the exchange rate.
They wrote a lot of mind-blowing scenarios
like "On the morning of April 1, the course will
fly like this, take off like this." They even
immorally provoked people to buy dollars and
euros. What happened? None of the
pessimistic scenarios they drew came true. The
Turkish economy continued to move in the
right direction”

oreign Minister Hakan Fidan stated that it

is extremely important that Spain,

Norway, Ireland and Slovenia recognize
Palestine as a state, and thus the number of States
recognizing Palestine has increased to 150, and
said: "It is extremely important that the structure
recognized by 150 countries as a state is
recognized by the Council The Security of the
United Nations."
Fidan gave the press an assessment of the
meetings on Palestine, which he attended in
Brussels, the capital of Belgium.
Stating that they participated in three important
meetings on Palestine in Brussels, Fidan stated
that these meetings, organized jointly by the
member States of the European Union (EU) and
the Palestinian Contact Group, are an important
series of meetings in terms of efforts to raise
awareness about Palestine.
Fidan noted that Palestinian Prime Minister
Mohammed Mustafa made a presentation at the
first meeting, and that Mustafa told them about
the financial, administrative and other crises
currently facing the Ramallah administration.

Noting that they already know these questions,
Fidan said: "Today, the problems of the
Palestinian Authority, which lives in constant
poverty and necessity due to the Israeli
occupation, have once again manifested
themselves in numbers."

Fidan noted that the sympathy and support for
the Palestinian cause from the international
community is increasing, and that they see this in
today's meetings.

Regarding what Turkey said, especially about
Palestine, Fidan said: "Although we appreciate the
international support provided to the Palestinian
Authority after the Oslo Accords, the most
important thing is not to support Palestine, but to
provide Palestine with a state with freedom and
sovereignty. When Palestine takes over its own
State, its own initiative, it will certainly revive its
own economy. This is our main message.
Moreover, when you leave Palestine only as a
government and deny it sovereignty and
economic initiative; The fact that this is a political
entity that depends only on aid and lives off aid
does not benefit the Palestinian people, the
Palestinian cause, the Palestinian Authority, or
the region. We have emphasized this."

Noting that this point of view is generally
accepted by all, Fidan stressed that the process of
Palestinian statehood has become a more
important issue not only from the point of view
of conflict prevention, but also from the point of
view of getting Palestine back on its feet.

"It is extremely important that the number of
States recognizing Palestine has increased to 150"
Stating that there was a more strategic agenda at
the second meeting, Fidan said that the world
knows well what can be done practically in the
process of Palestinian statehood, that the problem
in both Gaza and Ramallah is well aware of the
problem, and that they are evaluating how to act
after both states decide how the solution.

Fidan said that the answer to this question was
received together with the countries participating
in the meeting, and said:

Ireland and Slovenia have recognized Palestine as
a state, thus increasing the number of states that
have recognized Palestine to 150. We, as Turkey,
say the following: of course, it is extremely
important that the structure recognized by 150
countries as a state be recognized by the UN
Security Council. This is a requirement of
international law and a requirement of the
conscience of mankind. The international system
is already in serious crisis. If a state recognized by
150 countries is rejected again by the vote of one
country in the UN Security Council, we will face
a reality that will deepen this crisis and lead to
the complete bankruptcy of the international
system. We have also stressed this. From now on,
it is important that even if the UN Security
Council does not recognize it, 150 countries
should treat Palestine as a real state, as Turkey
does at our call."

Stressing that Palestine is under occupation from
the opening of the embassy to reception, protocol
procedures, economic assistance and economic
relations, Fidan said: "Palestine cannot enjoy its
own economic freedom, it cannot exercise its
political freedom. But at the same time,
symbolically, and sometimes practically, we must
treat Palestine and defend it as a full-fledged
state.

"The Netanyahu administration is trying to sell
the whole world a reality in which the borders of
'67 have disappeared, and only Israel exists”
Stressing that the 1967 borders should never
leave the memory of people and official
documents, Fidan said: "The administration of
(Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin) Netanyahu is
trying to sell the whole world a reality in which
the borders of '67 have disappeared and only
Israel exists. After October 7, the world put an
end to this illusion, this propaganda and this lie.
Now, collectively, systematically, gradually,
qualitatively, an uprising is taking place."

Fidan stated that Turkey, together with its allies
and other countries, is doing everything possible
to promote this uprising in a very professional
and systematic way, and said: "This week we will
visit Spain as a contact group. We will
congratulate Spain."

Noting that during the visit, together with Spain,
they will have the opportunity to give the whole
world a meaningful message about the statehood
of Palestine, he said: "As Turkey, we will continue
to do everything possible to ensure the statehood
of Palestine. Palestine and bring peace to the
Middle East."

President of Kazakhstan Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev called for the need for

comprehensive reform in the United
Nations Security Council (UNSC).

okayev spoke at a conference

entitled "Kazakhstan and the

role of the Middle Powers:
Promoting security, stability and
sustainable development", which took
place during his official visit to
Singapore. He noted the special
importance of Singapore in his life when
he served there as a young diplomat, and
said that Kazakhstan has always
considered Singapore's model as a model
for development.
Tokayev also noted that in January 2024,
Kazakhstan entered the list of "Middle
Powers" for the first time, published by
the Institute of International Relations
and Security in Germany. He stressed
that changes in the global environment
create both important opportunities and
serious risks for such "middle powers" as
Kazakhstan and Singapore, and added
that "the global security architecture is
rapidly collapsing, and distrust between
the powers is deepening.”
Tokayev noted that last year military
spending in the world increased to $ 2.2
trillion, which led to a new arms race. He

stressed the need to restore versatility,
starting with the reform of the UN, and
stated the need for comprehensive
reform in the UN Security Council in
order to strengthen the voice of the
middle powers and all developing
countries.

Tokayev stressed that the priority of
Kazakhstan's foreign policy is to remain
open and commiitted to international
obligations. He stated: "We will never
give up the protection of our legitimate
rights and interests. Sometimes we are
criticized for our neutrality. However,
neutrality should be distinguished from
the absence of a position, it is a
conscious choice in favor of diplomacy
and dialogue instead of conflict and
coercion. This choice is our strength and

countries, and said: "The rapprochement of
the Central Asian countries is a necessity of
our time."
Noting that over the past 5 years, the
volume of bilateral trade has increased 4
times, and last year it increased by 28
percent to $ 563 million, Nurtleu said: "We
are striving to increase bilateral trade to $

1 billion in the near future”

develop the potential of the railway line
along the Kazakhstan-Turkmenistan-Iran
route, and at the same time agreed to
increase the volume of cargo
transportation between the ports of Aktau
and Turkmenbashi on the Caspian Sea.

n Uzbekistan, people laid a wreath

and observed a minute of silence at

the Metanet Methi monument,
erected in memory of those killed in
World War II, in Victory Park in the
capital Tashkent.
Yesterday, President Shavkat Mirziyoyev
also visited veterans of the Great
Patriotic War at the military hospital
where they were being treated and
talked with them.
Later, President Mirziyoyev laid a
wreath at the monument of Courage
and Valor and honored the memory of
the victims with a minute of silence. In
his message on the occasion of May 9,
the President congratulated the citizens
on the Day of Remembrance and
Honors and Victory Day.
Mirziyoyev noted that out of about 2
million Uzbeks who went to World War
I1, 538 thousand died, 930 thousand
were injured, and 158 thousand were
missing. He stressed that, despite the
past years, it is impossible to forget the
indelible wounds left by this devastating

in memory of those who died in World War II.

war in the hearts of the Uzbek people.
The President also noted that at that
time, the Uzbek people provided shelter
to 1.5 million evacuees from the war
zone, sheltered 250 thousand orphaned
children, sharing the last piece of bread
with them, thereby showing high
human qualities.

In addition, President Mirziyoyev
signed a decree on the payment of a
cash bonus of 20 million soums
(approximately 1,600 dollars) to World
War II veterans living in the country.
On May 9, the day when the USSR
defeated Nazi Germany, Victory Day is
celebrated in Russia and the countries of
the Commonwealth of Independent
States, and events have been held in
Uzbekistan since 1999 in memory of
those who died in World War II.

In World War II, 1,950,000 Uzbeks
fought in the ranks of the Soviet Army,
of which more than half a million died.

AMERICAN DEEP STATE,
DR.

LEWIS W. THOMAS

ear readers. Today, May 22, 2024, is

the anniversary of the death of my

esteemed father. I want to share with
you a special entry for this date. My late father,
Dr. Mustafa KURT, always told us that he
devoted his life to the Turkish state and the
world of Islam, from the day we were born. I
remember him as a patriot, in love with his
homeland, people, flag and state. When I
remember my father, his words ring in my ears:
"The Turkish people will succeed, Our state is
great, be useful to your homeland and to all
mankind, my children!" These are the sounds I
hear. And before my eyes are his actions: his
prayers, his long stay in making obeisances, his
love for children and his strict attitude towards
those who are against the state. I want to pass
on some key words to the experts standing next
to the great leaders governing Turkish foreign
policy in order to preserve the dreams of our
father, who raised us in a Turkish tent.
Remembering my father by mercy, may my
Lord grant us the payment of our national debt
to all our martyrs who died for this flag.
Key words for our elders who manage and
direct Turkish foreign policy! Throughout the
history of the world, many States have been
destroyed and rebuilt. Before the destruction of
each state, its intelligence organization was
revealed. There are two important factors that
ensure the longevity of the state. The first is
intelligence, the second is diplomacy.
Intelligence, as well as diplomacy, is important
in Turkish history, in which many interesting
anecdotes can be found. After all, what did the
leader of the Hunnic state Attila say to his
soldiers?

No. Dr. Philip
Hendrik Stoddard, who wrote a dissertation at
Princeton University and whose research was
evaluated in the CIA library, states: "Teshkilat-i
Mahsusa is organized on three continents. In
1916, the number of employees reached 30,000,
all of them experienced and dedicated indivi-
duals. Among them there are journalists,
officers and people with dubious backgrounds,
but no doubt loyal." The profession of the
person who identified and wrote this data
attracts attention. After all, he served in the US
Marine Corps, was a poet, and then in the
1980s worked as a secretary in the intelligence
bureau of the US State Department. But even
more remarkable is that his mentor was
Professor Lewis W. Thomas, who was once a
doctor of medicine in the pathology depart-
ment, a poet and a foreign policy adviser. I have
always been his supporter. These two men show
America's foreign policy goals today and 20
years from now. It is recommended to conduct
a study to give a vision to the Turkish foreign
policy of the relevant persons! Perhaps it is
respect for one's students that makes America
great. I expect the same support from the
