ommenting on the issues discussed at the

meeting, President Erdogan said: "We

have just held the second cabinet meeting
in the new year with a busy agenda. During our
meeting, we discussed in detail many important
issues, especially the economy, education, the fight
against terrorism, and foreign policy. As always,
the most important topic on the agenda of our
cabinet was work in the earthquake-prone zone.
We also reviewed the preparations for the
upcoming local elections. I will share with you our
assessments of the electoral process, especially
from the point of view of security.
First, as always, I would like to briefly remind you
of the programs that we have implemented since
our last Cabinet. While we are working on the
upcoming elections on March 31, we are also
continuing the struggle for the development of
our country.

"TURKEY IS RESOLUTELY MOVING
FORWARD IN ACHIEVING ITS GOALS”

Turkey is at the center of the overall picture: wars,
conflicts and attacks in our region continue
continuously. Gaps in the global security
architecture are also deepening uncertainty in the
global economy. A significant number of
developed and developing countries face the
threat of serious political instability and related
social tensions. Despite all these negative
phenomena that are active all over the world,
Turkey, thank God, is resolutely moving towards
its goals.

In tourism, 2023 was the best season in our
history. In 2023, our tourism revenues increased
by 17 percent compared to the previous year and
reached 54 billion 315 million dollars. The
number of visitors to our country has reached 57
million people. We have achieved these historic
successes in tourism, despite the negative
campaigns of the opposition and some fascist
circles aimed at undermining tourism. If it weren't
for this malicious propaganda, we could have
achieved much higher rates. Our goal for 2024 is
60 million visitors and $60 billion in tourism
revenue.

"WE ACHIEVED THE HIGHEST EXPORT
VOLUME IN JANUARY IN OUR HISTORY”
We maintained the momentum achieved in
exports in January. January exports increased by
3.6 percent compared to the same month last year
and reached $20 billion, reaching the highest
January export volume in our history.

The positive atmosphere in the employment
sector, which is our top priority, remains.
According to data released today by TurkStat, the
unemployment rate in Turkey in December 2023
decreased by 0.1 percentage points to 8.8 percent
compared to the previous month.

We are pleased with the growing confidence in
the Turkish economy from international investors
and markets. With the growing demand for
Turkish lira assets, the risk premium in our
country continues to decrease. In the coming
period, we will clearly see positive reflections of
our economic program in other areas, especially
in inflation.

"WE HAVE SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETED
OUR MANNED SPACE MISSION, OPENING
NEW HORIZONS WITHIN THE
FRAMEWORK OF OUR NATIONAL SPACE
PROGRAM”

Some of the steps we have taken in this direction
since our last Government meeting can be
described as follows: we have successfully
completed our manned space mission, opening
new horizons within the framework of our
national space program. Alper Gezeravji, one of
the outstanding pilots trained in our Turkish Air

Force, returned to our country after completing
his mission and scientific experiments on the
International Space Station, and today we received
him.

In the coming months, we will send our second
astronaut into space for a suborbital flight to
conduct new experiments. We are glad that our
first space flight has aroused increased interest in
cosmonautics, astronomy and science, especially
among our youth.

A nation that carries the legacy of scholars like Ali
Kushchu, Ferghani and Jazari would not be
appropriate otherwise. Unfortunately, those who
believe that devaluing every step of our country in
different spheres is a skill have not been idle here
either. We are sad when we see this superficial
understanding that puts pens, wedges and
obstacles in jobs and services instead of doing
business, producing projects and promoting a
vision for the benefit of the country and the
nation. The more we look at them, the better we
understand the reason for those precious years
that Turkey has lost in the past. We have
continued, we continue and we will continue our
path regardless of the constant rivals.

"WE CONTINUE TO REAP THE BENEFITS
OF OUR INVESTMENTS IN THE DEFENSE
INDUSTRY”

We continue to reap the benefits of our
investments in the military-industrial complex. At
one ceremony that we attended at the Yalova
Sefine shipyard, we presented TCG Derya, the
second largest ship of our Navy, TCG Istanbul,
our national frigate produced with internal
resources and various weapons systems integrated
into it, our logistics ship TCG Lieutenant Arif
Ekmekgi, Our world's first unmanned surface
vehicle with electronic warfare capabilities, the
Marlin AUSV, in short, many defense industry
products, each of which is an example of effort
and success, for our naval forces.

We are moving forward under the leadership of
Captain Derya Barbaros Hayrettin Pasha, who
said: "He who dominates the seas dominates the
world." I wish that our ships and weapons systems
that we have adopted will benefit our navy, and I
congratulate those who have contributed to these
projects.

"WE ARE PLEASED WITH THE POSITIVE
RESULT OF OUR REQUEST FOR THE F-16,
WHICH WE HAVE BEEN FULFILLING
WITH THE UNITED STATES FOR SOME
TIME."

We are pleased that our request for the F-16,
which we have been fulfilling with the United
States for some time, has led to a positive result. I
hope that with the lifting of restrictions from our
country, the Turkish defense industry will develop
faster from now on.

We hosted Iranian President Raisi in Ankara on
January 24 on the occasion of the 8th meeting of
our High-level Cooperation Council. We have
consulted with the President on many issues,
especially the fight against terrorism, regional
development and the crisis in Gaza.

We are determined to bring our bilateral trade,
which has slowed down for some time due to
sanctions, to the target of $30 billion. The 10 new
agreements that we have signed in various fields
are a concrete sign of our will to develop bilateral
relations.

"TURKEY WILL NOT ALLOW THE
CREATION OF "TERRORISM" ON ITS
SOUTHERN BORDERS AT ANY COST”

At the January meeting of the National Security
Council, we summed up the results of 2023 and
subjected our cross-border operations to a
comprehensive assessment.

We see this fact very clearly: Turkey has limited
the separatist terrorist organization to a narrow
territory with its strategy of eradicating terrorism
at its source. The main factor prolonging the life
of the separatist organization is the support
provided to terrorists by some of our allies and
some structures in northern Iraq. Turkey, of
course, respects the territorial integrity and
sovereignty of Iraq. We fully support Iraq’s fight
against terrorism. We rightly expect our Iraqi
brothers and sisters that they will not allow the
use of Iraqi territory as a base for terrorist acts
against our country. Both our Foreign Minister,
the head of the National Intelligence Organization,
and the Minister of National Defense have
conveyed to the Iragi authorities our sensitivity on
this issue. This summer, we will largely complete
our fortifications in the area of Operation Talon.
Thus, we will have the opportunity to take much
more effective measures in the fight against the
separatist terrorist organization that we have been
pursuing for 40 years.

The eradication of terrorism is also important for
the Development Road project, which we plan to
implement jointly with Iraq. In no case will
Turkey allow the appearance of a "terrorist" on its
southern borders. We will continue to smash the
heads of members of a terrorist organization
wherever we find them, and destroy the
infrastructure created for this purpose. We will
leave our children a safe, peaceful, stable and
peaceful region where there is no terrorism
beyond our borders.

"THE LENGTH OF THE RAILWAY SYSTEM
NETWORKS COMPLETED IN ISTANBUL
HAS INCREASED TO 338.5 KILOMETERS"

We promoted the candidates of our party and the
People's Union in the political arena. We have
presented the election manifesto of March 31 to
our public. During our visit to Izmir, we also
officially opened our 2,060-bed city hospital and
access roads. On January 29, we put into
operation the Gayrettepe-Kyagytkhane line, which
we consider as a new breath of the Istanbul
movement. Thus, we have ensured uninterrupted
metro traffic along the 37.5-kilometer line
between Istanbul Airport and Gayrettepe. With
the commissioning of this line, the length of the
completed networks of the railway system in
Istanbul has increased to 338.5 kilometers.
Currently, four metro lines with a total length of
52.7 kilometers are being built throughout
Istanbul. We continue to take steps to put an end
to the transport problems of our city under the
motto of Istanbul, which brings more than
inconvenience. Thanks to the discoveries that we
will open in the coming months, we will bring a
railway system with a length of more than 34
kilometers and 18 stations to our city as part of
four separate projects. I hope that the Gayrettepe-
Kyagithane metro line will benefit our Istanbul
again.

On February 1, we received the first graduates of
our Theological Academy, which we implemented
as a result of efforts for about 10 years, in our
complex. I wish success to our 4,537 candidates
for religious leaders who have successfully
completed the eight-month training process in
their official positions. Our religious community
assumes an important responsibility not only in
providing religious services to our people, but also
in educating the "Asym generation". In today's
world, where threats to the mental, physical and
mental health of our children and youth are
growing, we expect more efforts from our
religious ministers, who are janitors. I sincerely
believe that our religious leaders, whose
educational opportunities have expanded with the
introduction of the Religious Academy, will best
fulfill their duties of knowledge, leadership,
communique and representation in the coming
period.

Receiving Italian Prime Minister Mr. Meloni, we
discussed the period of full membership in the
European Union, the development of cooperation
in the field of defense industry, trade and
investment. The visit of the Prime Minister of
Niger, Ali Mahamane Lamine Zein, and his
delegation to our country forced us to reconsider
our relations with Africa. We will continue to
strengthen our cooperation with our African
brothers and sisters in all areas, using a mutually
beneficial approach.

"NOW WE HAVE A COMPLETELY
DIFFERENT TURKEY WITH ITS OWN
POLITICS, SOCIETY AND ECONOMY”

Especially in the last 10 years, as before every
election period, as the March 31 elections
approached, one after another images began to
appear that would disturb our country. All kinds
of games have been revived, from terrorist attacks
to provocative outbursts borrowed from old
Turkey.

Those who are used to taking control of our
democracy with the help of political engineering,
our unity and solidarity with the help of social
engineering, our economy with the help of petty
speculation, are not sitting idly by. However, now
there is a completely different Turkey with its own
politics, society and economy. In the last May
elections, our people once again proved this fact
to all enthusiasts of guardianship and coups inside
and outside them. Despite the fact that this reality
is thrown into their eyes, I hope that those who
dream of turning local government elections into
a tool to stumble over our country will again leave
their enthusiasm in their hands.

"THE ERA OF THOSE WHO STAB THIS
NATION IN THE BACK EVERY TIME IT IS
RIGHT IS OVER”

With Allah's permission, we will not give an
opportunity to those who want to disrupt the
atmosphere of trust and stability that has been
Turkey's strongest point for 21 years. Those who
interrupted the path of democracy and
development of this country, which began in 1950
with the late Menderes, with the 1960 coup, those
who sabotaged the political and economic order,
which was regrouped immediately after, first with
the 1971 memorandum, and then with the 1980
coup, those who prevented the dream of the great
and strong Turkey that arose from the late Ozal
with the February 28 coup, those who tried
countless ways and methods for the same purpose
during the rule of the Justice and Development
Party governments, When none of them worked,
the era of those, who took up arms again to create
upheaval and chaos, in short, those who stabbed
this nation in the back every time it was right, is
now over. Outdated scenarios do not work for our
country, and the realities of the region and the
world do not prepare the ground for this. Turkey
is now a player in a completely different league,
both politically, economically and militarily.

The first 10 years of our government were spent
fighting guardianship, and the second 10 years
were spent fighting terrorism and kidnappers of
national will. What we have never neglected in
this process is the continuation of breakthroughs
in democracy and development. Thus, we have
managed to create a renaissance infrastructure
that corresponds to the vision of the "Century of
Turkey" in our goals for 2023. Those who expect
Turkey to make mistakes that will prevent it from
taking its rightful place in the global system of
governance and economy, as it did in the 1960s,
1970s and 1990s, will wait longer. Despite the fact
that it is currently surrounded by a ring of blood
and fire, there is a Turkey that is moving towards
its goals with the determination to realize the ideal
of the Turkish century with confidence, peace and
stability.

he countries of the Organization

of Turkic States (Turkey,

Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan) With their
visions, projects and activities in the new
environment, they are becoming an
increasingly important center of power.
While the countries strengthen their
cooperation, cooperation, solidarity and
integration based on partnership, Turkey
continues to make progress in trade with
these countries.
While the member countries are fighting
the world's food and energy crises with
their resources, power and vision, the
important logistical channels and the
geostrategic position of the world they
are in are increasing the importance of
these countries.

In recent years, there has been a large
increase in trade turnover between the
member countries of the Organization of
Turkic States. Trade turnover between
the member countries increased from
$33 billion in 2022 to $42 billion in 2023.
The population of these countries is
about 170 million people, most of whom
are young people. Member countries
with a total national income of $1.5
trillion; due to their rich natural
resources and location in the Middle
Corridor on the most important world
trade routes, they offer great
opportunities for trade and economic
cooperation.

Most of the exports were carried out to
Azerbaijan

According to information gathered from
the data of the Assembly of Exporters of
Turkey (TIM), Turkey's exports to the
OTG countries consisting of Azerbaijan,
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan and Kyrgyzstan
increased by 14.2 percent last year
compared to 2022 and reached $6.8
billion.

During this period, Azerbaijan was the
country with the highest exports with
$2.4 billion. It is followed by Kazakhstan
with $1.7 billion, Uzbekistan with $1.6
billion and Kyrgyzstan with $1 billion.
The largest volume of exports to the
countries of the Organization of Turkic
States was carried out by the chemicals

and products sector. The total exports of
this sector to 4 countries last year
amounted to 1 billion 173 million
dollars.

Most of the exports were made from
Istanbul worth $4 billion. The
megalopolis accounted for 58.5 percent
of exports to the CIS countries.

"The Organization of Turkic States
works in more than 30 directions”
Deputy Secretary General of the OTG
Merey Mukazhan noted that the
countries of the Organization of Turkic
States work in more than 30 areas and
that the member countries have serious
opportunities for the development of
their economies.

Mukazan stated that there are good
developments in the economies of the
Turkic world and that the Turkish
Investment Fund was officially
established in the last quarter of last year,
and spoke about the contributions that
this fund will provide to countries.

Economic cooperation between the
member countries continues to develop
rapidly, and the volume of trade between
the countries increased from $33 billion
in 2022 to $42 billion last year.
Mukazhan said: "The OTG member
countries are actively working on the
development of the Middle Corridor.
The participating countries are located in
a very strategically important location in
the Turan region, and this creates an
advantage that can be used by
businessmen of the participating
countries.”

Urging Turkish businessmen "not to
sever ties with the countries of the Turkic
world," Mukazhan stressed that there are
many investment and cooperation
opportunities for businessmen in the
member countries.

Anytkabir, where Mustafa Kemal Ataturk, the
founder and first President of the Turkish
Republic, is buried, as part of his official visit

to Ankara.

The visit was attended by Chairman of the
Council of Ministers of the Kyrgyz Republic,
Head of the delegation Akylbek Zhaparov,
Head of the Department of Foreign Policy of
the President of the Kyrgyz Republic
Muratbek Azimbakiev, Ambassador of the
Kyrgyz Republic to Ankara Ruslan
Kazakbayev, Minister of Education and
Science of the Kyrgyz Republic Dogdurkul
Kendirbayeva, Minister of Transport and
Communications Tilek Tekebayev, Minister
of Economy and Trade of the Kyrgyz
Republic Daniyar Amangeldiyev, Minister of
Justice of the Kyrgyz Republic Ayaz Baetov,
Honorary Consul of Kyrgyzstan in Bolu
Atillahan Kurt and the Kyrgyz delegation.

Akylbek Zhaparov went up to the
mausoleum, walking along the Lion Road.
He laid a wreath at the grave of Mustafa
Kemal Ataturk, a political and military figure
of the Turkish state, and honored his
memory. After his visit to Anytkabir, he took
part in the "Turkish-Kyrgyz Business Forum"
held at the Union of Chambers of Commerce
and Commodity Exchanges of Turkey
(TOBB).

Cevdet Yilmaz: More investments and funds
will be provided to our country

Vice President Cevdet Yilmaz stated that
they are making great efforts to improve the
investment environment, and said: "Turkey
will receive a well-deserved share of capital
flows, which are expected to increase to
developing countries this year. We can
already notice it."

The Turkish-Kyrgyz Business Forum was
held in the Union of Chambers of
Commerce and Commodity Exchanges of
Turkey (TOBB). The program was attended
by Vice President Dzhevdet Yilmaz,
Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the
Kyrgyz Republic Aklybek Zhaparov,
President of TOBB Rifat Hisardziklioglu,
Ambassador of Kyrgyzstan to Ankara Ruslan
Kazakbayev, Honorary Consul of Kyrgyzstan
in Bolu Atillahan Kurt, representatives of
government agencies and organizations of
the two countries and businessmen.

Yilmaz noted that on the 100th anniversary
of the Republic of Turkey, the economy has
grown continuously over the past 13
quarters, and this growth was 4 percent in
the first quarter of 2023, 3.9 percent in the
second quarter and 5.9 percent in the third
quarter. Yilmaz said that the average growth
in the first 9 months reached 4.7 percent, and
that data for the last quarter will be published
by the end of this month.

"WE SEE THAT OUR EXPORTS HAVE
REACHED A HISTORICAL LEVEL”
Stating that the Turkish economy can easily
achieve the 4.4 percent growth they envisage
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in the medium-term program, Yilmaz said,
"We will reach an economy size of about 1.1
trillion dollars in dollar terms. According to
IMF estimates, we will close last year with
the status of the 17th largest economy in
nominal terms and 11th in purchasing power
parity. In addition, we see that our exports,
which amounted to 36 billion dollars in
2012, increased more than 7 times and
reached 254 billion in 2022. In 2023, if we
round it up, we will see that it has reached a
historical level, reaching 256 billion dollars. I
heartily congratulate our exporters on such
results, despite the problems in the world,
despite the recessions and recessions in
Europe, which is our main export market,
and despite the earthquake that we
experienced domestically."

"THE CURRENT ACCOUNT DEFICIT
TENDS TO DECREASE”

Stating that the reduction of the current
account deficit continues, Yilmaz said: "We
are in the process of recession, which began
last year and continues. The current account
deficit tends to decrease, and we see an
increase in capital inflows into our country.
We are making great efforts to improve the
investment climate. I also head the
Coordinating Council for Improving the
Investment Climate. Our ministers and
business representatives meet there publicly
and privately. We have already met 2 times
and have prepared a new action plan. With
its implementation, we are moving the
investment environment to a much better
point. I wholeheartedly believe this; Turkey
will receive a well-deserved share of the
capital flows that are expected to increase in
developing countries this year. More
investments and financial flows will be
provided to our country, both in the financial
sector and in the form of direct investments.
We can already notice it."

"TOGETHER WE WILL REACH THE
GOAL OF 5 BILLION DOLLARS”

Noting that since 2003, direct international
investments in Turkey have reached a total of
$261.3 billion, Yilmaz stressed that they want
to bring this to a higher level and that they
will grow together with fraternal countries
that cooperate on the principle of "mutually
beneficial cooperation.” Recalling that in
previous years it was aimed at increasing the
volume of trade between Turkey and
Kyrgyzstan to $ 1 billion, Yilmaz said: "In
2022, we exceeded this figure. By the end of

2023, the volume of foreign trade increased
by 42 percent, and by the end of the year it
increased to 1.6 billion dollars. Right now, $2
billion is an achievable goal. I hope that we
will do it this year. Then, hopefully, together
we will reach the goal of $5 billion in the
medium term?”

Yilmaz stated that Turkish investments in
Kyrgyzstan are approaching $2 billion, and
said: "In addition, our country is the 5th
country that invests the most in Kyrgyzstan.
We have about 2 thousand registered
companies in Kyrgyzstan. Of these, 350
companies actively contribute to the
economy. There are 269 companies with
Kyrgyz capital operating in our country. Our
companies have also implemented 93
projects worth about $1 billion in the field of
contract work. While we are putting forward
all kinds of initiatives in the political sphere, I
expect that you will take steps that will
contribute to the development of Kyrgyzstan
in this area."

The protocol of the 11th meeting of the Joint
Economic Commission of Turkey and
Kyrgyzstan was signed between Turkey and
Kyrgyzstan

Vice President Cevdet Yilmaz took part in
the 11th meeting of Turkey and Kyrgyzstan
with Chairman of the Council of Ministers of
Kyrgyzstan and Co-Chairman of the Joint
Economic Commission of Turkey and
Kyrgyzstan Akylbek Zhaparov at the
Presidential Complex. Following the results
of bilateral meetings and meetings of
delegations with Kyrgyzstan, the Protocol of
the 11th meeting of the Joint Economic
Commission of Turkey and Kyrgyzstan was
signed. Vice President Yilmaz noted that the
meetings were extremely productive. Stating
that they continue to strengthen mutual
trade and economic relations with
Kyrgyzstan, Yilmaz said: "The fruits of our
cooperation specifically demonstrate the
growing volume of trade. Currently, the

volume of bilateral trade has reached $ 1.6
billion. I believe that thanks to the
contribution of the ECO meeting held today;,
we will raise this threshold even higher as
soon as possible and at the first stage we will
reach $2 billion this year and $5 billion in the
medium term. We have agreed with Mr.
Zhaparov to take the necessary steps to
mutually increase our investments. In
addition, I would like to note that to date,
our contractors have implemented 93
projects in Kyrgyzstan worth about $ 1
billion."

"WE NEED TO INCREASE OUR
INITIATIVES”

Stating that Turkish contractor companies
have signed the iconic sites of Kyrgyzstan,
Yilmaz said: "I would like to state that we are
ready for major projects that will contribute
to the development of Kyrgyzstan in the
coming period. I also want to say that we
have an agreement with Kyrgyzstan to use a
variety of opportunities in all areas where we
can bring common benefit. In addition to
expanding mutual trade and investment; We
also need to increase our initiatives in many
areas — from energy to agriculture, from real
estate to transportation, from healthcare to
education and from culture to industry."

"WATER IS ONE OF THE MOST
STRATEGIC ISSUES”

Yilmaz stated that the issue of water was also
widely discussed, and said: "At a time when
climate change is taking place and the world
is very seriously discussing issues of
sustainable development, the issue of water is
one of the most strategic issues. We have
decided to form a working group on this
issue. On Water resources under the
coordination of our Ministries of Trade and
Foreign Affairs; In the working groups of all
our water-related institutions, especially our
Ministry of Agriculture, we discussed how
we can cooperate on a wide range of water
resources, from irrigation to fisheries, from
energy to water resource efficiency. On the
other hand, we have agreed to cooperate with
the private sector of Kyrgyzstan for
commercial supplies of drinking water to
neighboring countries.”

Yilmaz wished the Minutes of the 11th
meeting of the powers between Turkey and
Kyrgyzstan to be useful and favorable, and
thanked those who contributed.

At the meeting, a Protocol on amendments
to the International Agreement on Road
Transport signed between the Ministry of
Transport and Infrastructure and the
Government of the Kyrgyz Republic in
Bishkek on April 28, 1992, and a
memorandum of understanding on
cooperation between the Assembly of
Exporters of Turkey and the Kyrgyz Center
for Export Development and Promotion
were signed.

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he 5th Islamic Cooperation
Youth Forum (ICYF) was held at
a hotel in Sisley, Istanbul.
Addressing the General Assembly,
Foreign Minister Hakan Fidan said that
he had been closely following the
activities of the ICMF since its inception
and that he had had the opportunity to
contribute to its work since its inception.

« The 5th General Assembly of the
Islamic Cooperation Youth Forum has
started in Istanbul.

« President Erdogan: We continue our
contacts so that the Islamic countries can
give a common response to Israeli
oppression in the Gaza Strip.

Expressing his support for the forum on
behalf of Turkey, Fidan stated that
institutional cooperation is one of the
most missing issues in the Islamic world,
and that they are making every effort to
institutionalize cooperation in the Islamic
world and increase the activity of Islamic
cooperation organizations, especially in
the foreign policy pursued under the
leadership of President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan.

Noting that all institutions and
organizations belonging to the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation
(OIC) have provided every possible
support to make efforts to solve the
problems of the Islamic world,
representing the Islamic world to the rest
of the world and fulfilling their highest
duty, Fidan noted that it is a source of
great joy for them that this forum exists
today.

Fidan noted that the OIC works in a
wide range of fields, ranging from
economics to financial education and
culture, and said that everyone felt the
need for a platform that would allow
Islamic societies to interact in the field of
youth for a long time.

Fidan congratulated Tahu Ayhan, who
was re-elected to the post of chairman of
the ICME, and Azerbaijani President
[Tham Aliyev, who won the elections in
Azerbaijan, and congratulated the
Azerbaijani people on their electoral
successes.

Stating that the Islamic world is facing
various challenges, Fidan said, "These are
challenges that can be classified in many
areas such as political, intellectual,
economic and effective governance."
"Hostility towards Islam and the Koran
has escalated into physical interference
and insults”

Foreign Minister Fidan noted that anti-
Muslim sentiments, vilification,
contempt, insulting Muslims and Islam in
other countries, discrimination based on
their identity and policies based on
hostility towards Muslims have become a
growing trend.

“Muslims are facing this threat and this
problem more and more every day,"
Fidan said.

"As Muslims all over the world, we must
get to the root of this problem and fight
it. We must do our best to represent
Islam in the best possible way. In
particular, Islamophobia and hostility
towards the Koran, oriented towards the
West, have turned from an intellectual
challenge into physical interference and
insult. This has nothing to do with
civility, maturity, and broad-mindedness.
In an environment where the burning of
the Koran and various insults to the
Koran have become more frequent,
constant attempts to provoke Muslims, as
well as attempts to seize power through
them and hostility towards Muslims,
should have been a political method, the
time of which has long passed, but
unfortunately, the growing Islamophobia
and hostility towards others in the West
pushes us to be more vigilant in this
regard”

Speaking about the massacres and drama
in Gaza, Fidan said that the occupation
of Palestinian lands has been going on for
decades without interruption, and that
almost 30,000 innocent people have been
deliberately killed without any
discrimination during this massacre,
which has been going on for more than
100 days since October 7.

Stating that world public opinion,
especially Western countries, either
remained silent or supported these
massacres in Israel, Fidan said: "This
silence, to be complicit in this massacre
and this genocide is an event that shakes
the world order to its foundations. This is
an event that shows that there are no
moral values or foundations of
international law in the world that could
be invoked in later conflicts.

Fidan pointed out that the war in Gaza
could turn into a war that would affect
the whole world, and that these
geostrategic gaps and geostrategic
consequences could bring some burdens
and troubles that the world would not be

able to bear, so everyone should do
everything possible to stop this carnage
as soon as possible and implement the
two-State solution.

"If the massacre in Gaza does not stop, if
the two-state solution in Palestine is not
implemented, it is not difficult to foresee
that such conflicts will arise again and
become widespread,” Fidan said, adding
that they want this massacre to stop as
soon as possible and for the two-state
solution to be implemented for a more
stable region and geography, as well as
for world peace.

Noting that as OIC member countries
they are doing their best in this regard,
Foreign Minister Fidan said:

"Of course, the problem is mainly based
on the use of force, it's a drama. This is
the drama that happens when a strong,
aggressive and occupying side, Israel, kills
people indiscriminately. The shortest way
to stop this is to respond forcefully, but
the limited capabilities available to our
Palestinian brothers and sisters do not
make this possible. For this reason, we
believe that it is in the interests of both
the Israeli people and the Palestinian
people and the peoples of the region to
end this massacre as soon as possible,
establish a ceasefire and implement a
two-State solution using diplomacy by all
means and putting pressure on Israel. I
would like to emphasize this once again."

Stating that he would like to draw
attention to the fact that most of the
conflicts, civil wars and occupations in
the world took place in the Islamic world,
Fidan said that the reasons for this
should be well thought out.

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Commemoration of the victims
of the Sarajevo market massacre
on the 30th anniversary

During the war in Bosnia and Herzegovina, a
memorial ceremony was held for 68 civilians who died
as a result of the mortar attack by the army of the
Republika Srpska on the Markale market in the capital
Sarajevo on the 30th anniversary of the massacre.

n the occasion of the 30th

anniversary of the attack by

Serbian soldiers on February 5,
1994, Markale market was attended by
relatives of the victims and survivors of the
attack.
The ceremony was also attended by Bosnian
member of the Presidential Council of
Bosnia and Herzegovina Denis Bechirovic,
Croatian MP Zeljko Komsic and Sarajevo
Mayor Benyamina Karic.

Speaking to reporters, Becirovic said they
gathered to pay tribute to the innocent
people who were killed, adding that Bosnia
and Herzegovina was subjected to a brutal
attack and unprecedented terror during the
war years.

Stressing that war criminals have been
punished and that these decisions cannot be
overturned by the rhetoric of irresponsible
politicians, Bechirovic said:

"There are some irresponsible politicians
who say they are the heirs of war criminals,
this is unacceptable. I expect the European
Union (EU) to condemn such scandalous
statements in the strongest possible terms,
we must have zero tolerance for them."

Yandranka Minic was at the market to buy
milk for her baby

Videra Tadic, a friend of Jadranka Minic,
who died in the massacre, said that they
came so that what happened would not be
forgotten.

Tadic, who said she was at the market to buy
milk for her friend's baby, said: "It was
yesterday, it was Saturday, my friend was
suffering, I saw his name on TV and it was a
shock to me."

Rafet Skenderovich, who was at the market
at the time of the explosion, said that he had
come to have coffee with his friends and that
he had lost two of his friends as a result of
the explosion, adding that he also helped the
wounded that day.

Bahra Khojic, who attended the memorial
service, said she lost her 14-year-old son and
husband during the war, and she was
wounded twice. Khojic said he came to the
ceremony to honor the memory of the
victims, adding that it was hard to lose
family members.

The ceremony ended with the laying of
flowers at the memorial on the market
square in memory of those killed in the
massacre.

Two mass murders in the market

The first mass murder in the Markale
Market Square, which killed 68 people and
injured 144, occurred on February 5, 1994.
During the second massacre, carried out by
Serbian soldiers in the same place on August
28, 1995, 43 civilians were killed and 75
civilians were injured.

During the war in Bosnia and Herzegovina,
11,541 people, including 1,601 children, were
killed in Sarajevo, which was under siege for
44 months.

Assembly (TBMM), headed by Hulusi
Akar, Ustel said in his speech that the
mentality of the Greek Cypriots, who
seem to want peace today, has not
changed.

Ustel continued:

"The mentality of the Greeks towards our
national cause in the past has remained
the same today, and it has not changed.
The mentality of the Greeks today is the
same as it was in the 50s, 60s, 70s and
80s. In order to look nice in the eyes of
the outside world and the international
community, the Greek Cypriots always
show themselves as the side that wants a
solution, and the TRNC as the side that
does not want a solution. Unfortunately,
they brag about their political thoughts
and mentality to the world. After all, the
Greeks are the spoiled children of a large
part of the Christian world."

Ustel noted that the European Union
(EU) and the United Nations (UN) have
turned a deaf ear to calls against the
Israeli massacre in the Gaza Strip, and
stressed that only Turkey and President
Recep Tayyip Erdogan object to this
situation.

Arguing that despite the fact that it has
been 3 months since the Israeli attack on

Gaza, the world is only watching this
situation, Ustel said: "Our difference from
Palestine is that Turkey is our homeland.
If it were not for the Cyprus
Peacekeeping Operation of 1974 (Happy
Peace Operation), we would not exist."

Stating that Turkey has never regretted
anything regarding Northern Cyprus,
Justel criticized the embargo against his
country and noted that they were able to
open up to the world through Turkey.
Ustel stated that most of the projects and
investments in the TRNC were carried
out by Turkey, and thanked the
Chairman of the National Defense
Commission of the Grand National
Assembly of Turkey, Akar, and the
members of the commission for their
Visit.

Noting that the strategic, geopolitical and
geostrategic position of Cyprus is really
important, Akar said that they are
making joint efforts to ensure that
Turkish Cypriots live much more
prosperous and much safer.

"Cyprus is our national cause. We have
no differences with our Cypriot
brothers," Akar said, stressing that the
relevant ministers and officials, especially
President Erdogan, are working in
cooperation and solidarity with the
TRNC for the well-being and security of
Cyprus.

Pakistan will hold elections for
the 25th Prime Minister

Pakistan goes to the polls on February 8 to elect its 25th

Prime Minister.

fter the last general election, held on

July 25, 2018, the South Asian

country became the 16th largest
country in the United States. He will make
his choice at the polling stations to elect
members of the National Assembly.
Former Prime Minister Nawaz Sharif, leader
of the Pakistan Muslim League-Nawaz
(PML-N), and leader of the Pakistan Peoples
Party (PPP) Bilawal Bhutto Zardari, son of
former Prime Minister Benazir Bhutto, stand
out as the two strongest candidates in the
elections for the post of Prime Minister. The
Pakistan Movement for Justice (PTI), the
party of jailed former Prime Minister Imran
Khan, is also among the prominent parties.
According to the Election Commission,
128,585,760 voters are registered in Pakistan
with a population of 241.49 million people.
Of these, 69.2 million are men and 59.3
million are women.
If the number of women voters in the July
2018 elections was 46,756,350, then in the
upcoming elections this number increased by
about 27 percent to 59,322,056. Compared to
the 2018 elections, the number of male
voters increased by 17 percent.
In Pakistan, where the number of voters aged
18 to 35 is 56.86 million, this corresponds to
44.2% of the total number of voters.
The number of voters aged 36 to 45 in the
country amounted to 28.7 million people.
150 political parties and 17,816 candidates
will take part in the elections
150 political parties will participate in the
general and state elections to be held on
February 8.
11,785 out of 17,816 parliamentary
candidates will compete in the elections as
independent candidates and 6,031 as political
parties.
On the other hand, 90,675 polling stations
have been set up across the country.
The number of seats in the National
Assembly is 336
Until 2023, there were 342 seats in the
National Assembly of Pakistan. The Election
Commission has reduced the number of
seats in the National Assembly of Pakistan
from 342 to 336 in 2023, according to new
population figures.
Of the 336 seats in the National Assembly, 60
are reserved for women and 10 for religious
minorities. This means that lawmakers will
fight for only 266 seats.
Each political party contesting seats in the
National Assembly submits lists of 70 people
to the election commission, including 60
women and 10 representatives of religious
minorities. These 70 seats are distributed
according to the proportional system among
the parties that received more than 5% of the
vote. Deputies do not apply for the 70
mandates in question.
5,121 candidates for deputies are contesting
266 seats in the National Assembly. This
means that an average of 19 candidates are
competing for each seat in Parliament.
After the National Assembly is formed,
deputies will vote in Parliament to determine
who will become Prime Minister. The
candidate who received an absolute majority
in parliament of 169 votes will become the
25th Prime Minister of the country.
12,695 candidates will compete for seats in
state legislatures

In 4 states of the country, 12,695
parliamentary candidates will compete for
593 seats in state legislatures.

57 percent of all voters live in the state of
Punjab. Punjab is followed by Sindh with 21
percent, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa with 17
percent, Balochistan with 4 percent and
Islamabad Federal Capital Territory with 1
percent.

Punjab is the state with the largest number
of voters

Punjab is the most populous province of
Pakistan with a population of 127 million
668 thousand people. The number of voters
in the state is 73,207,896.

The Punjab Assembly, which has the largest
number of voters, has 371 seats. Of these, 66
are reserved for women and 8 for religious
minorities.

Punjab is represented in the National
Assembly with 173 seats. In this regard,
Punjab is one of the states where competition
between political parties is most acute.

Sindh

There are 26.9 million voters in Sindh
province with a population of 55 million 696
thousand voters.

Of the 168 seats in the Sindh Provincial
Assembly, 29 are reserved for women and 9
for religious minorities.

Sindh Province is represented in the National
Assembly with 75 seats.

Khyber Pakhtunkhwa

Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Province, with a
population of 40.85 million, has 21.9 million
voters.

Of the 145 seats in the Legislative Assembly
of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa province, 26 are
held by women and 4 by religious minorities.
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Province sends 55
deputies to the National Assembly.

Balochistan

The number of voters in Balochistan, with a
population of 14.89 million, is 5,371,947.
Of the 65 seats in the Assembly of
Balochistan, the country's largest province,
11 are held by women and 3 by religious
minorities.

Balochistan is sending 20 seats to the
National Assembly.

Islamabad

There are 1,083,029 registered voters in
Islamabad with a population of 2.36 million.
The Federal Capital Territory of Islamabad
sends 3 deputies to the National Assembly.

The
development of artificial intelligence can become
the driving force of economic progress and

innovation in our country. To do this, it is
necessary to create a basic institutional
environment."

Having commissioned the implementation of a
program called "Digital Nomad Residence" to
attract leading foreign experts in the field of
artificial intelligence to the country, Tokayev said:
"We must make our country a point of attraction
for digital nomads from all over the world."

In addition, Tokayev set goals in such areas as
improving the effectiveness of tax policy, reducing
bureaucracy for foreign investment, continuing the
fight against corruption, reforming the industrial
sector, increasing the share of domestic production
in agriculture, strengthening the country's
transport and logistics potential.

Aliev: "Baku will reconsider its

Azerbaijani President Ilham Aliyev has said that his

country may withdraw from membership in the Council

of Europe and the European Court of Human Rights

(ECHR).

ccording to the statement of the

President of Azerbaijan, Aliyev

received the Secretary General of the
Interparliamentary Union (IPU) Martin
Chungong.
During the meeting, Aliyev noted that the
Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of
Europe (PACE) is hostile to Azerbaijan.
Stressing that such a position of PACE
contradicts the basic principles of the
organization, Aliyev said: "If PACE does not
restore the rights of the Azerbaijani
delegation, Baku will reconsider its
membership in the Council of Europe and the
ECHR."

Referring to his country's relations with
Armenia, Aliyev said: "Currently, there is a de
facto peace between Azerbaijan and Armenia.
The situation on the border has been calm for
several months. In order for this process to
logically end, a peace agreement must be
signed, and Armenia must renounce its
territorial claims against Azerbaijan”

Recalling that the Declaration of
Independence of Armenia contains claims on
the territory of Azerbaijan, and that the

Armenian Constitution also contains
references to the declaration, Aliyev said:
"Armenia must make the necessary changes
to its constitution and other laws regarding
territorial claims in a short time."

Speaking about France's anti- Azerbaijani
position, Aliyev said: "France, pursuing a
destructive policy in the region, is almost
trying to "pour gasoline on the fire." Paris,
which is the cause of tension in our region,
pursues an anti-Azerbaijani policy both at the
level of various international organizations
and at the parliamentary level. France is
striving to take a leading position in the South
Caucasus. However, his efforts to strengthen

his influence are fruitless.”
