Republic of Germany Frank-
Walter Steinmeier held a joint press
conference at the Presidential Complex
after a one-on-one meeting and meetings
between delegations.

Expressing satisfaction to receive German
President Steinmeier and his delegation
in Ankara, President Erdogan said that
this visit was valuable because it was
Steinmeier's first visit to Turkey as
president and it was timed to coincide
with the 100th anniversary of the
Friendship Treaty between Turkey and
Germany.

Expressing confidence that the Turkish-
German friendship, which has always
been strengthened by human ties, will
continue to strengthen, President
Erdogan said: "I am also glad to see that
my dear friend Steinmeier agrees with us
in improving our relations. I would like to
take this opportunity to thank Germany
and the German people once again for
their solidarity with our people during
the earthquake on February 6th."

"THE MOST EXCEPTIONAL
COMMON DENOMINATOR AND
PILLAR OF OUR BILATERAL
RELATIONS WITH GERMANY ARE
OUR STRONG, HUMAN TIES”

Noting that they were touched by the visit
of German President Steinmeier to
Gaziantep and the primary school built
with German participation and the
container city of Nurdagi, President
Erdogan continued: "At the meetings we
held today, we had the opportunity to
discuss the multifaceted relations between
our countries on a bilateral basis. We
have intensive relations with our NATO
ally Germany in all areas: from security to
economics, from culture to science. We
are aiming at a balanced increase in the
volume of bilateral trade, which has
reached $ 50 billion, to the level of $ 60
billion. In this regard, I attach special
importance to increasing mutual
investments. We also want to develop our
cooperation in the field of defense
industry in accordance with our bilateral
relations and the spirit of alliance. I want
to completely remove from the agenda
the limitation that we face in the military-
industrial complex.

We hope that from now on Turkey and
Germany will talk about joint production
projects, and not about obstacles,
especially in the field of defense. Our
cooperation in the field of tourism is also
developing day by day. In 2023, we

received more than 6 million tourists
from Germany in our country. I think we
will increase this figure even more. The
most exceptional common denominator
and pillar of our bilateral relations with
Germany are our strong, human ties. The
number of people we sent from Sirkeci
Station 63 years ago has reached 3.5
million people. Within 3 years, the
Turkish community left emigration and
began to play an important role in the
social, economic, cultural and academic
life of Germany."

Noting that representatives of the
delegation of German President
Steinmeier are an example of this,
President Erdogan said: "We are
witnessing important achievements of our
citizens in all fields, from culture to art,
from politics to science and trade. We are
proud of all our citizens who break down
the usual stereotypes, break down
prejudices, overcome obstacles in front of
them one by one and act as a human
bridge between Turkey and Germany."

Noting that issues related to the Turkish
community in Germany were discussed
during the meetings, President Erdogan
said that they attach great importance
and encourage the integration of the
Turkish community on the basis of equal
participation. Stressing that they consider
the new principle of German citizenship,
which makes dual citizenship possible, as
a valuable step taken in this context,
President Erdogan said: "However, our
concern about the growth of xenophobic,
Islamophobic, far-right and racist
organizations in Germany and Europe is
growing. 31 years after the Solingen
disaster, we unfortunately lost four of our
brothers and sisters, two of whom were
children, as a result of a similar attack. I
share our expectations that the monstrous
incident that occurred on March 25 will
be fully clarified and the perpetrators will
be punished.”

“WE EXPRESSED HOPE FOR

FIGHT AGAINST TERRORISM”

Noting that they also touched upon the
fight against terrorist organizations that
violate the peace of Turks and attack
representative offices, especially the
PKK/PYD and FETO terrorist
organizations, President Erdogan said:
"We need more effective cooperation in
the fight against these organizations that
harm our allied right. We expressed hope
for great support and solidarity from the
German authorities in the fight against
terrorism."

Stating that relations between Turkey and
the EU are also on the agenda, President
Erdogan said: "We discussed the steps
that need to be taken, especially the
Customs Union and the liberalization of
the visa regime. We also exchanged views
with Mr. President on regional and global
processes. I took this opportunity to
repeat our call for an end to the
unprecedented oppression that has been
taking place in Gaza for 200 days.
Netanyahu is endangering the security of
our entire region, including his own
citizens, just to prolong his political life.
The Israeli Government's attempts to
divert the crimes against humanity and
the massacres they commit in Gaza from
the agenda cannot be tolerated.

Everyone knows that as long as Israel's
attacks continue, threats to both regional
and global peace will increase. The
escalation of tensions between Iran and
Israel last week is the latest and most
striking example of this. We all know
perfectly well that the suffering of
innocent people, doomed to death,
hunger and poverty, will not be forgotten
even after generations. We, Turkey, have
taken a resolute, conscientious and
courageous position on this issue from
day one. God willing, we will continue to

step up our efforts to ensure a ceasefire
and uninterrupted and sufficient
humanitarian assistance to the Palestinian
people.”

Recalling that the 2024 European Football
Championship will be held in Germany
in June, President Erdogan said: "Our
national team will also participate in this
tournament. I wish success and
convenience to all the national teams that
will take part in the tournament, and to
the teams that will participate in the
organization.”

"WE NO LONGER MAINTAIN
INTENSIVE TRADE RELATIONS
WITH ISRAEI”

"You often raise your voice against Israel,
accusing Netanyahu of using Nazi
methods, but at the same time
maintaining intensive trade relations,"
one of the press representatives said. How
would you explain this?", President
Erdogan said, "We no longer maintain
intensive trade relations. This job is done.
This was recently stated by my Foreign
Minister. But I want you to know this;
unfortunately, the death toll from Israeli
attacks on the Gaza Strip has reached
45,000 people. There is no question of
putting this figure aside. The number of
wounded reached 75,000, and we took
some of these wounded to our country in
serious condition. Their treatment
continues here. Children, women, old
people... Unfortunately, the situation here
is difficult. Our German friends should
see this point of view. The Gaza Strip and
Palestine are completely destroyed,
everywhere is destroyed. In such a
situation. Moreover, the weapons,
ammunition, vehicles and equipment of
Israel and Gaza are not comparable. They
need to be evaluated by vision. Besides,
whose side is the whole West on its side?
He is on the side of Israel. Does Gaza
have such an opportunity in the face of
brutal Israeli attacks? No. Despite all this,
we are currently making efforts and
fighting for a hostage exchange. We hope
that this exchange will be successful”

Sadyr Zhaparov with an
official ceremony, arriving in Baku for
official talks. The national anthems of
the two countries were played at the
ceremony.
After the bilateral meeting between
Aliyev and Zhaparov, the Azerbaijani-
Kyrgyz Interstate Council was held with
the participation of relevant ministers
and officials.
After signing a number of agreements,
Aliyev and Zhaparov signed the
decision of the 2nd meeting of the
Azerbaijan-Kyrgyzstan Interstate
Council.
In addition, a ceremony was held for
the signing of agreements by the
relevant ministers and officials in the
fields of health, energy, economy, public
services, customs, judicial system,
education, immigration, investment
and taxation.

The capital of the Azerbaijan-
Kyrgyzstan Joint Investment Fund has
been increased to $100 million

. Aliyev and Zhaparov made a joint
statement to the press after the signing
ceremony.

Ilham Aliyev said that Zhaparov's visit
will have important results in terms of
strengthening cooperation between
Azerbaijan and Kyrgyzstan, increasing
trade volumes and ensuring
cooperation in all areas.

Expressing satisfaction with the
cooperation with Kyrgyzstan in the
trade and economic sphere, Aliyev
stated that the volume of trade between
the two countries has increased
significantly.

Azerbaijani President ITham Aliyev said
that many applications for investments
have been received from Kyrgyzstan,
therefore, the capital of the Azerbaijani-
Kyrgyz Joint Investment Fund was
increased from $25 million to $100
million by the agreement signed today.
Recalling that a five-star hotel has been
built on the shore of Issyk-Kul in
Kyrgyzstan with Azerbaijani capital,
Aliyev noted that the construction of
the hotel will be completed by the end
of 2025.

Aliyev also said that tomorrow, on the
initiative of Zhaparov, the foundation of
a school to be built by Kyrgyzstan will

be laid in the Aghdam district liberated
from the Armenian occupation.
Noting that they also discussed
renewable energy and transport issues
with their Kyrgyz counterpart, Aliyev
said they had held consultations to
activate the route from Central Asia to
Europe through the Caspian Sea.
Aliyev added that the solemn opening
of the monument to the famous Kyrgyz
writer Chingiz Aitmatov will also take
place in Baku today.

further development of cooperation”
Zhaparov also expressed satisfaction
with the achievements of fraternal
Azerbaijan under the leadership of
Aliyev.

Stating that they discussed all current
issues with Aliyev, Zhaparov said: "It
was decided to further develop bilateral
cooperation."

According to Zhaparov, the school to
be built in Agdam is a sign of
Kyrgyzstan's support in restoring peace
in conflict-affected areas.

Speaking about the cultural ties
between the two countries, Zhaparov
thanked the Azerbaijani side for
preserving the memory of the famous
writer of the Kyrgyz people and the
Turkic world, Chingiz Aitmatov.

statement issued by the

Palestinian Ministry of Health in

the Gaza Strip provided
information about the attacks that Israel
has been carrying out in the Gaza Strip for
202 days.
It was stated that 43 more Palestinians were
killed and 64 Palestinians were injured in
attacks carried out by the Israeli army in
the Gaza Strip over the past 24 hours.
It was noted that the death toll as a result of
Israeli strikes on the Gaza Strip has
increased to 34,305 people since October 7,
and the number of wounded to 77,293.
The statement also emphasizes that the
bodies of the dead lie under the rubble and
on the roadsides, but medical teams and
civil defense personnel were unable to
reach the bodies due to obstacles from
Israeli soldiers.

Israeli soldiers detained 12 Palestinians in
the occupied West Bank

A joint statement from the Association of
Palestinian Prisoners and the Committee
for Prisoners and Freedmen of the Palestine
Liberation Organization said Israeli soldiers
were continuing their raids in the occupied
West Bank and East Jerusalem.

The statement said the Israeli army
detained at least 12 Palestinians, including a
child and former prisoners, during raids in
the provinces of Tulkarim, Ramallah,
Hebron and Jerusalem in the West Bank.
Thus, it was noted that the number of
Palestinians detained in the occupied West
Bank since October 7, 2023, when Israel
launched its violent attacks on Gaza, has
increased to 8,455 people.

Israeli soldiers reportedly damaged
infrastructure and property in the areas
they raided, beat and mistreated
Palestinians, and destroyed their homes.
Since October 7, 2023, when the Israeli
army launched an offensive on the Gaza
Strip, the number of detentions, raids and
attacks on Palestinians has increased in the
occupied West Bank and East Jerusalem. In
the region, 489 Palestinians were killed in
attacks by Israeli soldiers and illegal Jewish
settlers.

There were killed and wounded as a result
of Israeli strikes on various points in Gaza
As a result of air, land and sea strikes by the
Israeli army on various points in the Gaza
Strip during the night, people were killed
and injured.

According to medical sources, 4
Palestinians were killed and injured in an
Israeli strike on the Wadi Gaza Bridge in
the central Gaza Strip.

Civil defense brigades have recovered the
body of a Palestinian from the rubble of a
house targeted by an Israeli attack in the
Nusairat refugee camp.

3 Palestinians were injured as a result of an
Israeli warplane strike on the Al-Balad Al-
Kadim mosque in the city of Deir el-Balah.
Five Palestinians, including journalist
Mohammed Bassam al-Jamal, were killed

in an Israeli bombing of a house in the Al-
Janina neighborhood east of Rafah.

One person was killed and 3 injured in an
airstrike on the house of the Abu Ararat
family in the Al Musaba area north of
Rafah.

Several Palestinians were hospitalized after
Israeli warplanes struck two agricultural
lands in the Hirba al-Ades area and the Al-
Shabura refugee camp.

10 Palestinians, including 3 children, were
injured as a result of Israeli artillery shelling
in the neighborhoods of Zeitoun, Tel al-
Hawa, Sheikh Ajlin and Rimal in Gaza City.
It is reported that the Israeli military
cabinet has gathered to discuss a possible
ground offensive on Rafah

Israeli media reported that a meeting of the
military cabinet was held in Tel Aviv.

It was stated that the meeting would discuss
a possible ground offensive on Rafah,
where displaced Palestinians have taken
refuge.

It was also noted that after the meeting of
the Military Cabinet with the same agenda,
a meeting of the Security Cabinet will be
held.

About a possible Israeli ground offensive
on Rafah

The city of Rafah, located south of Gaza on
the border with Egypt, was home to about
280,000 Palestinians before the Israeli
attacks.

Due to the Israeli attacks on October 7, 1.9
million people were forced to leave their
homes in the Gaza Strip, which has a
population of 2.3 million people.

Most of the displaced Palestinians have
found refuge in Rafah, which Israel
previously called "safe." With the influx of
refugees from the northern regions, the
population of Rafah has more than
quadrupled and reached 1.5 million people.
Due to the lack of adequate housing, most
of the Palestinians who have found refuge
in Rafah are struggling to survive in camps
consisting of makeshift tents.

The Israeli army carries out frequent
airstrikes on the city of Rafah. There are
fears that if Israel launches a ground attack
on the city of Rafah, civilians will not be
able to find shelter in the Gaza Strip.
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu, who has repeatedly stated that
he approved the plan to attack Rafah
despite international warnings, said in a
statement on April 8 that the date of the
attack had already been set.

Israeli state television KAN reported that
the Israeli army would launch a ground
attack on Rafah "very soon".

Turkmenistan has suspended
the sale of tickets to Russia

Turkmenistan has stopped selling tickets to Russia for

migrant workers due to the terrorist attack at a concert
hall in Moscow on March 22, 2024.
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n some regions of Turkmenistan,

the sale of air tickets to citizens who

have received an official job offer in
Russia has been stopped.

In a news item put on the agenda by The
Times of Central Asia on April 9, 2024,
it was noted that the situation in
question arose due to the terrorist attack
at the Crocus City Hall concert hall in
Moscow, the capital of Russia.

The newspaper noted that after the
attack, as of March 22, 2024, labor
migration from Turkmenistan to Russia
suddenly stopped, and those who
received a job invitation and issued a
visa learned that they would not be able
to buy tickets.

RUSSIA IS PREPARING TO DEPORT
CITIZENS OF TURKMENISTAN

On the other hand, 12 workers from
Turkmenistan who worked at a grocery
store in Domodedovo near Moscow
were recently arrested, and 4 of them
were released after being fined. 8
workers were transferred to a special
detention center in the city of
Yegoryevsk in the Moscow region for
deportation.

According to the Chronicle of
Turkmenistan, 47 Turkmen citizens are
awaiting deportation in the detention
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center in Vidnom. The Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of Turkmenistan and the
Government of Russia have begun
discussing the possibility of suspending
the issuance of visas to Turkmen for at
least a year and a half. According to the
report, the exception will apply only to
diplomats and representatives of large
enterprises.

ARMED ATTACK IN MOSCOW

On the evening of March 22, armed men
carried out a terrorist attack in a concert
hall called Crocus City Hall in Moscow,
the capital of Russia. After the attackers
opened fire indiscriminately in the hall
with automatic weapons, a fire broke out
on the roof of the building where the
concert hall was located, and after a
while the roof of the building collapsed.

Shortly after the attack, the Daesh
terrorist organization claimed that its
members had carried out a terrorist
attack in Moscow, the capital of Russia.
According to the Russian Investigative

Committee, at least 143 people were
killed in the attack.

The Ukrainian side, which was targeted
by Russia after the attack, said it had
nothing to do with the incident and said
the attack was a deliberate act planned
on the orders of Russian President Putin.

Foreign Minister Hakan Fidan said: "As countries of the region, we
do not want third parties to transfer their conflicts to this geography.”
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idan spoke at a joint press conference

with Qatari Prime Minister and

Foreign Minister Mohammed bin
Abdul Rahman Al Thani after their meeting
in Qatar.
Stating that they discussed the latest
developments in the region with their Qatari
counterpart, Fidan said: "We have stated
from the very beginning that the crimes
committed by Israel in Gaza carry the risk of
escalating into a regional conflict, and we
warned of the possibility of escalation and
proliferation.”
Noting that what happened last weekend
showed everyone that the possibility of a
war involving non-regional countries is not
far off, Fidan said that this risk still persists.
Stating that they had made great efforts to
overcome tensions in a controlled manner
before the events began, Fidan said that
there had been some meetings, these efforts
were still ongoing, and that they had
conveyed their messages of restraint to all
interested parties.

Noting that non-regional countries should
also take a cold-blooded approach to what is
happening, Fidan said: "As countries of the
region, we do not want third parties to
transfer their conflicts to this geography."
Noting that the events of April 13 revealed
very important lessons, Fidan said: "First of
all, international law is binding on everyone.
The key to peace and stability at the global
level is respect for international law.
Secondly, it is obvious that (Israeli Prime
Minister Benjamin) Netanyahu is trying to
drag our region into a war in order to stay in
power. Those who unconditionally support
Netanyahu urgently need to reconsider their
position. Thirdly, and most importantly, the
violence and brutality committed by Israel
in Gaza are at the heart of the events. I
would like to emphasize that neither Israel
nor Iran are victims at the moment. The
victims are Gazans.”

Fidan noted that everyone should do more
to put an end to the disaster in Gaza.

Fidan thanked his Qatari counterpart Al
Thani for the hospitality and said that they
have very intensive and qualified
coordination with Al Thani in terms of
relations and regional issues between the
two countries, and that they constantly work
together on regional issues.

Fidan stressed that relations between Turkey
and Qatar, as well as the bonds of friendship
and brotherhood between the two peoples,
have reached an exceptional level over the
past 10 years, and stated that the basis of this

cooperation is the strong will of President
Recep Tayyip Erdogan and Emir of Qatar
Sheikh Tamim bin Hamed Al Thani.
Recalling that the ninth meeting of the
Supreme Strategic Committee was held in
Doha under the chairmanship of the leaders
of the two countries, Fidan said that the next
meeting will be held in Turkey at the end of
this year.

Also noting that at today's talks there is an
opportunity to comprehensively discuss
economic and trade cooperation between
the two countries, Fidan said that, in their
opinion, they can achieve the trade volume
target of $5 billion in the short and medium
term.

Noting that they discussed investments and
the possibility of further deepening existing
cooperation in areas such as tourism and
energy, Fidan recalled that the Agreement
on Trade and Economic Partnership was
approved by the Grand National Assembly
of Turkey in February.

Also saying that this agreement will create a
significant acceleration in achieving goals in
trade and economic relations, Fidan said
that the decision to resume negotiations on a
free trade Agreement between the Gulf
Cooperation Council (GCC) and Turkey
will facilitate trade with Qatar.

Fidan stated that they would continue to
work with Qatar and other member
countries to strengthen institutional
relations with the GCC, and that during the
talks they also discussed cooperation in the
military and defense industries.

Fidan also stated that they had the
opportunity to evaluate the activities of the
Turkish-Qatari joint command of the joint
forces in Doha.

"Countries that have influence on Israel
must put an end to Israel”

Stating that it is extremely important for
Israel to strictly comply with UN Security
Council Resolution 2728 and the
precautionary measures taken by the
International Court of Justice, Fidan said:
"An immediate and permanent ceasefire
must be achieved as soon as possible.
Humanitarian aid must be allowed. After
that, we must immediately take steps to
implement the two-State solution. We have
seen that Western countries have been able
to react with one voice against Iran. Now, in
the same way, countries that have influence
over Israel, especially the United States, must
take a common position and stop Israel."
Fidan noted that he and his colleague Al
Thani assess additional joint steps that can
be taken to heal the wounds of their
Palestinian brothers, adding that Turkey
supports Qatar's efforts to cease fire.
Expressing gratitude to Al Thani for his
efforts in this direction, Fidan said that the
Emir of Qatar, Sheikh Tamim, Foreign
Minister Al Thani and his colleagues had
made great efforts, and that Turkey
appreciated it.

Stressing that they will continue to work to
ensure that this process does not harm the
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inalienable rights and future of the
Palestinian people, Fidan stressed that all
these events once again show the
importance of establishing inter-Palestinian
unity.

Noting that they see great advantages in the
constructive attitude of all parties towards
this goal, Fidan said: "Our ultimate goal is to
establish a just and lasting peace. We will
continue to advocate the creation of an
independent and sovereign Palestinian State
within the 1967 borders with East Jerusalem
as its capital. I hope that this visit will be
useful for the Palestinian people, relations
between Turkey and Qatar and our region.

"There is very intensive coordination
between Qatar and Turkey”

Fidan stated that there is a very intensive
coordination mechanism between Turkey
and Qatar, especially with regard to the
current crisis in the Palestinian issue, and
that these meetings are held both at the
political level and between other
institutions, and that meetings continue at
the leadership level.

Noting that they are in constant
coordination with Al Thani, both through
the Contact Group established within the
framework of the Organization of Islamic
Cooperation (OIC) and through bilateral
meetings, Fidan said: "Turkey and Qatar are
two of the few countries that have healthy
relations with Hamas. Therefore, we are
making every effort to do everything in our
power, especially in the framework of the
ceasefire negotiations that are currently
underway. In particular, we regularly consult
on how we can support the efforts of our
Qatari brothers and our Egyptian brothers."
Fidan noted that in most cases, especially
representatives of the West and other global
public interests, come into contact with
Turkey, and said: "We are asked for our
opinion on certain issues, and we are asked
to intervene in certain issues. I don't want to
go into details. At the same time, we are in
constant coordination with our Qatari
brothers. In particular, they play an
important role in the implementation of the
ceasefire agreements, how can we support
this role, how can we contribute in a
different way, and this is our goal at the
moment.”

Noting that there is serious coordination
between Turkey and Qatar in terms of
humanitarian assistance, Fidan said they
exchanged strategic views on what can be
done to prevent the spread of conflict and
prevent the spread of conflict in the region.
Fidan stated that they are working
intensively to create a common strategy and
opinion, especially between the two
countries and with other countries friendly
to Turkey, and said that they are constantly
working on how to bring these studies to
other stakeholders, world public opinion
and other political actors, especially the
United Nations.

Regarding the coordination between Qatar

and Turkey, Fidan said, "The coordination
between us is very intense and continuous."

Meeting with Haniyeh, head of the Hamas
Political Bureau

Fidan said that he had a three-hour meeting
with Haniyeh and other Politburo leaders in
connection with his meeting with Hamas
Politburo Chairman Ismail Haniyeh and his
delegation, and that they conveyed to
Haniyeh their condolences and greetings
from President Erdogan.

Fidan said that during the meeting they
focused on several issues, and that
negotiations on the ongoing ceasefire, which
were the subject of their conversations with
his colleague Al Thani, were the most
important of them.

Fidan noted that they had an intensive
exchange of views on what is the point of
view and position of Hamas and how it
assesses the current situation in these
negotiations, adding that Turkey also shares
its own views.

Noting that Turkey is making intensive
efforts together with Qatar and other
countries to resolve the issue of two states,
Fidan said: "We believe that if there is any
benefit that will come out of this tragedy and
the martyrdom of more than 30 thousand
people, it will be the establishment of lasting
peace in the region through a decision on
two states.”

Fidan stated that they are making great
efforts for this and continued his words as
follows:

"At the same time, we see that many players,
especially in the West, who sympathize with
this idea and want to support it, have
concerns about Hamas. Unfortunately, we
see that attempts by Israeli propaganda
against Hamas to characterize Hamas as a
terrorist organization similar to Daesh,
rather than portray it as a national resistance
movement, have found support in the West
and in the eyes of some actors of
international public opinion. During our
meetings with Hamas representatives, we
exchanged views on the need for them to
clearly express their views and expectations,
especially regarding the two-State solution
and the solution leading to the creation of a
Palestinian State, in order to eliminate such
perceptions.

I have talked about this before and at
meetings with Western colleagues. During
our political negotiations with Hamas over
the years, they informed me that they agreed
to the establishment of a Palestinian State
within the 1967 borders, and that after the
establishment of a Palestinian State, Hamas
would no longer need an armed wing, and
that they would continue their life as a
political party. In fact, I think this is an
extremely important signal for the step that
the world community will take on the path
to a Palestinian State. I am glad to receive
such messages from them today."

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20 new dams to be built in

Kazakhstan

President of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev said

that by building 20 new dams, they aim to significantly

reduce the risk of flooding of 134 settlements in the

future.

assym-Jomart Tokayev spoke

at the 33rd General Session of

the Assembly of People of
Kazakhstan held in Astana with the
theme "Unity, creation, progress".
Noting that Kazakhstan is facing a
severe ordeal due to floods, Tokayev
said: "We are faced with a devastating
natural disaster that has affected half of
the country.”
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev drew attention
to the unity and cohesion of the people
in these difficult days and said: "The
spirit of unity and solidarity surrounded
every region of the country."
Stating that thanks to authorized state
institutions and volunteers, they
promptly evacuated more than 119
thousand people from flooded areas,
including 45 thousand children, and
that they managed to save the lives of
many people, Tokayev said that
infrastructure and repair work had
begun in some flood zones.
Stating that no victim of a natural
disaster will be deprived of state
support, Tokayev said: "We will reduce
budget expenditures for urgent tasks to
eliminate the consequences of floods.
An austerity regime will be imposed on

public funds in the country."

Pointing out that the construction of all
dams in the country in the last century
and the lack of modern water-regulating
structures led to the further spread of
floods, Tokayev noted that 20 new dams
will be built in Kazakhstan, thereby
significantly reducing the risk of
flooding of 134 villages.

Floods in Kazakhstan

Kazakhstan has been fighting floods
since the end of March, when the snow
melts. Due to the floods affecting the
western, northern and central parts of
the country, a "local emergency" was
declared in many states.

The President of Kazakhstan Tokayev
said that the floods they faced were the
largest natural disaster in the last 80
years.

More than 119,000 people were rescued
from flood zones, and 31,416 returned
to their homes. More than 5 thousand
houses were flooded in Akmola,
Aktobe, Atyrau, Kostanay and North
Kazakhstan regions.

5 people died due to floods, and more
than 8 thousand farm animals died in
areas affected by the disaster.

Turkish Ambassador to Baku Jahit Bagji: "The
purpose of the so-called accusations of genocide

is to weaken and isolate Turkey, which has

become stronger and has become a player at the

global and regional level in all respects."

n international conference on

"The so-called Armenian

Genocide: Allegations and
facts" was held in Baku, the capital of
Azerbaijan.
Turkish Ambassador to Baku Jahit Bagji,
representative of the Turkish Republic of
Northern Cyprus (TRNC) in Baku Ufuk
Turganer, UNEC leadership, scientists
and students took part in the opening of
the conference, organized jointly by the
Azerbaijan University of Economics
(UNEC) and Hacettepe University.
At the conference, organized with the
support of the Azerbaijani-Turkish
Association of Entrepreneurs (ATIB), a
minute of silence was held in memory of
martyrs and statesmen, and the national
anthems of Independence and
Azerbaijan were played.

In his speech, Ambassador Bagji spoke
about the events that took place in the
last period of the Ottoman Empire and
the separatist movements that acted as a
front against the state when provoked by
Western countries.

Stating that the Armenian separatist
structures pose a serious threat to the
security of the Ottoman Empire, Bagji
stated that the separatist activities,
terrorist acts and mass killings of these
structures have brought this threat to an
uncontrollable point.

Bagji stressed that during the First
World War, Armenian gangs cut supply
and communication lines, almost hitting
the Ottoman army from behind, and
that the state took some precautions in
this situation, and said:

"The Armenians were sent to lands in
Syria and Mesopotamia belonging to the
Ottoman Empire, they were not
deported. Describing the events and
deportations to which Armenians were
subjected in the last period of the
Ottoman Empire as "genocide" is neither
historically nor legally correct.”
Recalling that Turkey had proposed the
creation of a joint historical commission
to investigate the events of 1915, Bagji
stressed that Armenia had not reacted
positively to this.

Bagji said that Turkey's position based
on empathy and dialogue is clear and

unambiguous, and that it seeks to

dominate the overall narrative based on
fair and objective memory, and said:
"Discourses that unilaterally construct
the events of 1915, tearing them away
from the historical background, have
served and continue to serve only the
goals of terrorist groups. With the so-
called accusations of genocide, the goal
is to weaken and isolate Turkey, which
has become stronger and has become a
global and regional player in all respects.
However, we should not forget that the
name of the Turkish Republic under the
leadership of our President, Mr. Recep
Tayyip Erdogan, has become a shadow
of its flag and a symbol of peace, hope
and trust even beyond our borders."

"Turkish scientists must cooperate to
bring the truth to the world,"

UNEC Rector, Professor Adalet
Muradov also said that the allegations
regarding the events of 1915 should be
investigated by historians.

Muradov said: "The events of 1915 are
not genocide. Turkey opens its archives,
but Armenia does not accept this,
because it knows that the results will not
be what they want. France, which
accuses Turkey of genocide, is also the
country that has committed the largest
genocides. Turkish scientists must
cooperate to bring the truth to the whole
world”
