Sanchez in Madrid, the capital of Spain,
where he arrived to participate in the 8th
Turkey-Spain intergovernmental summit.
Expressing pleasure at the meeting with
Spanish Prime Minister Sanchez on the
occasion of the 8th Turkey-Spain
intergovernmental summit, President
Erdogan thanked Spanish Prime Minister
Sanchez for his hospitality.

President Erdogan recalled that at the last
summit held in Ankara in 2021, relations
between the two countries were raised to
the level of a "Comprehensive
Partnership”. Stating that important steps
have been taken during today's meetings
and signed agreements to expand
relations to new areas, President Erdogan
said: "We will soon reach the goal of $20
billion in bilateral trade. Our next goal is
to reach 25 billion euros in the next 5
years. We consider the investments of
more than 740 Spanish companies in
Turkey as a sign of trust in Turkey. We
would like to see more Spanish investors
in our country. Both the business forum
and the Digital Technology Forum played
an important role in discussing new
opportunities for cooperation. As
Governments, we will monitor the work
done at these meetings to turn them into
concrete cooperation. We will organize
the third meeting of our Joint Committee
on Economy and Trade in Turkey as soon
as possible."

"Spain supports the collective security of
both Turkey as an ally and NATO with
the help of air defense systems deployed
in our country since 2015. For this
reason, I would like to thank our Spanish
friends once again on my own behalf and
on behalf of my country."

President Erdogan expressed hope that
this contribution would be taken as an
example by other NATO allies.

reaffirmed their support for the alliance.
Stating that the events in the occupied
Palestinian territories, especially in the
Gaza Strip, were the focus of the
consultations, President Erdogan said:
"Spain's decision to recognize Palestine is
very important. We sincerely hope that
this attitude of Spain will serve as an
example for countries that have not yet
recognized Palestine.

""WE HAVE CONFIRMED OUR

OF UKRAINE”

President Erdogan thanked Spanish
Prime Minister Sanchez for his firm
position, and the people of Spain for their
support of Gaza and stressed that Spanish
Prime Minister Sanchez had made a great

contribution to mobilizing the world
community against the atrocities

committed.

President Erdogan said: "As two
countries, we will continue to work
together to resolve the Israeli-Palestinian
conflict. Establishing a permanent
ceasefire and ensuring the unhindered
flow of humanitarian aid are our
priorities. We will also monitor the
implementation of the resolution adopted
by the UN Security Council on Monday."

Stating that the Russian-Ukrainian war is
also on the agenda, President Erdogan
said: "We have confirmed our strong
support for the territorial integrity and
sovereignty of Ukraine. I once again
expressed our belief that a just,
comprehensive and lasting peace for
Ukraine is possible through negotiations."

President Erdogan thanked Spanish
Prime Minister Sanchez and all Spaniards
for their hospitality and wished that the
consultations and decisions taken would
serve for the good.

After the speeches, both leaders
answered questions from the press.
Answering a question about the
resolution on the ceasefire in Gaza
adopted by the UN Security Council
(UNSC), President Erdogan said that they
would positively assess the plans and
resolutions that would ensure a just and
lasting peace, stop the bloodshed and
bring peace both to the Palestinian
territories, including Gaza, and to the
region, as it was done so far.

Stressing that it is important that these
plans and decisions be sincere and peace-
oriented, so that they do not remain on
paper and are implemented, President
Erdogan said that from the very
beginning of the process they said they
wanted to stop the bloodshed.

Stating that they had met with all those
who needed to be met for this purpose
and that these contacts were continuing,

President Erdogan said: "During the
voting at the UN General Assembly, the
countries overwhelmingly demonstrated




the need for an immediate and
permanent ceasefire. In the squares of the
countries, only those who want peace
have been trying to convey their voices
for several months."

Stressing that they consider it positive that
the UN Security Council has reached
such a point, President Erdogan said that
great damage has been done to the UN in
this process.

"THE MEMBERS OF THE SECURITY
COUNCIL MUST EXERT THE
NECESSARY PRESSURE ON ISRAEL
TO ENSURE A CEASEFIRE,"

President Erdogan said: "The members of
the Security Council, especially the
United States, must support this
resolution and exert the necessary
pressure on Israel to ensure an immediate
ceasefire. This process will not continue in
this way. We hope that Israel will abandon
these attacks and come to an agreement
that will ensure lasting peace in the
region. We are closely monitoring all
developments."

President Erdogan gave the following
answer to the question about cooperation
between Turkey and Spain in the field of
defense industry: "This is an offer of
solidarity in the defense industry. First of
all, as part of this solidarity, we took a
step with TCG Anadolu. Now we want to
move to a higher or upper segment. We
have also started working on this. We
want to build an upper segment, larger
than the current one combined.
Currently, the Ministry of National
Defense and the Defense industry are
conducting this work. In addition, we are
also taking some steps that can be done
together in the field of unmanned aerial
vehicles. Many countries of the world
have made very big steps in these studies,
and Turkey is striving to take further
steps in this direction. We will take these
steps up to unmanned submarines, and
currently both the Presidium of Defense
and the Ministry of Defense are rapidly
carrying out this work, and we are
monitoring it. We will also cooperate with
Spain on this issue."

Answering a question about the Israeli
attacks on Gaza, President Erdogan said:
"As you know, I have a book "A more
Just World is possible", this is one of
them, and my other book is "The World
is more than five". When one of these
five countries says no, the issue is settled.
In the latest incident, one of these five
countries always does what it does - it
sides with Israel. And since they are on
the side of Israel, they do not care at all
whether 40,000 people died, 100,000
people died, 200,000 people died,
whether children died, whether women
died, whether journalists died. And what
does Sanchez do? She unfurls the flag.
Immediately after that, two more
Western countries join it. We need to

popularize this. Of course, print and
visual media have a lot of work to do. If
about 150 media representatives were
killed by Israel, should we continue to do
this? Should we not act against them?
Then we must take this step together.
That's exactly what we're doing right
now. Israel continues these ruthless
massacres. While Israel continues these
killings, America's position seriously
upsets us."

President Erdogan, answering a
journalist's question about the "trials of
Selahattin Demirtas and Osman Kavala,"
gave the following answer: "Turkey is a
state governed by the rule of law. As you
know, within the framework of this rule
of law, decisions are made by the
judiciary. As for the names you
mentioned, our judicial authority in a
State governed by the rule of law has
made its decision, and within the
framework of these decisions, one of
these names, for example, caused the
deaths of more than 100 young people,
and, unfortunately, they caused the deaths
of people in the southeastern region of
our country, unleashing terror. Does this
make us think that you are asking these
questions right now? Especially the fact
that a member of the press stands up and
defends these terrorists in this way makes
us seriously upset. Don't shake your head,
I'm not shaking my head. Listen, I'm
continuing my work. At all times,
whether it's Osman Kavala, Selahattin
Demirtas, whoever it is, whatever the law
says, we do what the law says. Whatever
the law prescribes, we do what the law
prescribes, and that's what we do. Of
course, you don't live in Turkey. We live
in Turkey, and these are the steps that we
have taken to ensure peace in the region,
and this will continue in the future."

SPANISH PRIME MINISTER
SANCHEZ: "WE CALL ON OTHER
EUROPEAN COUNTRIES TO
RECOGNIZE THE PHILIPPINES”
Spanish Prime Minister Sanchez,
responding to a question about the events
in Palestine, said that recognition of
Palestine is the only solution to achieve
lasting peace in the region, recalling that
the decision to recognize the State of

Palestine was taken by Norway and

Ireland, and then Slovenia joined them:
"We call on other European countries to
recognize Palestine, this is the only way
out. The international community should
also take steps in this direction."

Spanish Prime Minister Sanchez, noting
that he and Turkey have the same ideas
on Gas and they will continue to
cooperate, said: "We must do everything
possible to stop the bloodshed (in Gaza).
Mr. Erdogan is doing the same, we are

moving in the same direction.”

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oreign Minister Hakan Fidan

spoke at a joint press conference

organized after his meeting with
Czech Foreign Minister Jan Lipavski at
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
Fidan said that last year they aimed to
increase the volume of trade between
the two countries to $5 billion, and
today they are glad that they have
achieved this goal and will work to
increase it to $ 10 billion.

Noting that investment, contracting,
transport, green and digital
transformation are also priorities for
them, Fidan said that as NATO allies
they attach great importance to
cooperation in the defense industry and
strive to further develop cooperation in
the defense industry for third-country
markets through specific projects.
Fidan said that the ties between the
peoples of the two countries are
deepening every day, and that a park
was opened in Prague in honor of the
centenary of diplomatic relations
between the two countries.

Noting that the development of the
tourism sector between the Czech
Republic and Turkey is also
encouraging, Fidan said that more than
380 thousand Czech tourists visited
Turkey last year, and Turkey has
become one of the most preferred
countries by Czech tourists.

Fidan thanked the Czech Republic for
supporting Turkey's accession to the
European Union (EU) and stressed that
he believes that the Czech Republic's
contribution and support will continue
in the future to develop Turkey's
relations with the EU and overcome
obstacles to Turkey's membership in the
EU.

Stating that they also discussed with
their colleague the human tragedy in
Gaza, Fidan continued:

"Israel continues to carry out literal
ethnic cleansing in Gaza. A new war
crime is being committed in Gaza every
day. We have not been silent and will
not be silent about Israel's desire to
expand its territory and steal the lands
of our Palestinian brothers and sisters.
On the contrary, we will continue to
raise our voice on all platforms to end
the persecution in Gaza. We will make

full use of all means of diplomacy. In

this context, we support all initiatives
aimed at a ceasefire in Gaza. The way to
solve the problem lies through the
implementation of the two-State
solution. Many countries today
recognize this reality. The growing
number of countries recognizing the
Palestinian State is proof of this. In the
coming period, we will continue our
efforts, without slowing down, to
increase this number even more."
Stating that Turkey is acting on the
same principle in the Palestinian
geography and in Ukraine and that they
have been warning everyone for several
months, Fidan stressed that these
conflicts could escalate into a regional
or even global war and that everyone
should take all necessary steps to
prevent this.

Fidan said that during the meeting with
his colleague, they also discussed the
ongoing war in Ukraine, noting that
Turkey supports the independence,
sovereignty and territorial integrity of
Ukraine, but does not ignore the loss of
life and the terrible destruction caused
by the war.

Stating that more than 500,000 people
died in this war, Fidan said that this war
carries the risk of spreading beyond
Ukraine and may even lead to the use of
weapons of mass destruction, and that
Turkey would like the parties to sit
down at the negotiating table to achieve
peace.

Fidan noted the following:

"We attach great importance to the fact
that both Ukraine and Russia have
demonstrated their willingness to put
an end to the bloodshed with the help
of their concept of peace. Whatever the
content and conditions of this, we
consider it an important step to start
with. The international community
must also take more steps in an
inclusive manner. Turkey, as always, is
ready to play a mediating and
constructive role in the negotiations.
The most important match between our
national team and the Czech national
team in the framework of the European
Football Championship will take place
tomorrow. I wish that sporting
understanding prevailed in this match,

After the press conference, a question
and answer session was held.

When asked what he discussed with his
interlocutor about the war in Ukraine
and his assessments regarding the
future of this war, Fidan said that the
Czech Republic is also very sensitive to
Ukraine and is concerned about this.
Fidan said that "the invasion of Ukraine
has raised serious security concerns in
many countries of Eastern and Central
Europe," and recalled that Turkey has a
vision of "ending all wars”

Reiterating that they support the
territorial integrity of Ukraine, Fidan
said: "We are against the occupation of
Ukraine. But we are faced with such a
situation. This war began to turn into a
bigger war than Ukraine and Russia. It
embodies very big global risks. We see
that global disagreements are
deepening.”

Minister Fidan noted that while there is
a war, there is always a risk of the spread
of war and the risk of the use of
weapons of mass destruction, and said:
"This war must be stopped without
wasting time. It's been two and a half
years. For two and a half years, the
parties have used their forces to the best
of their abilities, and today there is
practically a stalemate in this area. At
the moment, we think it would be
extremely useful to start negotiations on
peace, on a ceasefire."

Fidan stated that, according to their
observations, the psychological and
political atmosphere necessary to
resolve this issue through dialogue has
been created, and stressed that it is
"extremely important” that negotiations
on a ceasefire begin as soon as possible
due to the risk of war.

Stressing that they say the same thing
about all wars, Fidan said: "There is a
great need for peace and tranquility in
our region. Otherwise, the risk of
spreading wars is increasing more and
more."

Fidan recalled that Turkey is doing
everything possible in this regard and
that at the peace conference on Ukraine
held in Switzerland, the view was
expressed that "meaningful negotiations
should begin as soon as possible in
order to prevent the deepening of the
global split due to the Ukrainian war
and stop the tragedy.”

Stressing that the word of Turkey and
President Recep Tayyip Erdogan is of
great importance, Fidan noted that
Turkey will continue to use its weight to
achieve peace.

"The EU and developed countries
must recognize the existence of
(migration) problems."

Answering the question about illegal
migration and the EU, Fidan said that
Turkey understands illegal migration
and refugees.

Noting that work is being carried out
jointly with EU institutions and
European countries on illegal
migration, Fidan said that the Ministry
of Internal Affairs is working with
relevant interlocutors on this issue very
systematically and constructively.

On the other hand, Fidan stated that
they are conducting close consultations
and joint work with countries sending
migrants, countries on the route and
EU countries receiving migrants, and
said that in addition to taking measures
to prevent migration, it is necessary to
focus on the main causes of migration.
Noting that the problem of illegal
migration should also be solved by
developed countries, Fidan said: "Both
the European Union and developed
countries should sit down and discuss
the problems that cause some regional
migration, and take certain measures to
do so. At the very least, they should
acknowledge the existence of these
problems”

Noting that ignoring the problems
themselves and trying to manage
migrants produce temporary results,
Fidan stressed that the international
community should pay attention to the
root of the problem, since it is
permanent.

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Russian President Putin said that his

Russian President Vladimir Putin said that his proposal to
Ukraine for a ceasefire could stop the conflict, but the West did
not approach this proposal rationally.

According to the Kremlin Palace, Putin
sent a message to the participants of the
X International Forum "Primakov
Readings", which started in the capital
Moscow.

Noting that the forum has gained
importance in recent years, Putin noted
that topical issues related to the global
economy and politics are discussed at
this forum.

Noting the importance of the BRICS,
formed by Brazil, Russia, India, China
and South Africa, Putin said that this
structure represents the interests of
many countries of the world. Putin said:
"BRICS is leading the process of building
a just and democratic world order based
on the principles of equality, free from
dictate and coercive pressure.” I gave my
assessment.

"The West does not rationally
approach our proposal on Ukraine”
Referring to the Ukrainian crisis in his
message, Putin recalled that on June 14

he made a proposal that "if Ukraine
withdraws its troops from Donetsk,
Lugansk, Kherson and Zaporizhia and
renounces the desire to join NATO, they
will be able to start negotiations with
Kiev.""

Putin said that this proposal could have
stopped the conflicts, but the West did
not approach this proposal rationally
and said: "Unlike Western politicians
who do not want to look into the
essence of our proposal, I hope that the
forum participants will approach this
issue rationally, that this proposal really
provides for the cessation of conflicts
and the transition of the issue to the
process of solving by political and
diplomatic means.”

culture is prohibited in

Tajikistan

In Tajikistan, the custom of "idgardak" is prohibited,
according to which children wear clothes that contradict

national culture and go home to buy festive things.

ccording to the Office of the

President of Tajikistan,

President Emomali Rahman
signed a law passed by Parliament
providing for amendments to the laws
“Regulation of traditions and rituals"
and "On responsibility for education
and upbringing of children."
Accordingly, the sale and use of
clothing contrary to national culture
and "idgardak" - the custom when
children went home and asked for
festive clothes - were prohibited.
The aim of the changes is to protect
national cultural values, prevent
superstition and extremism, and
prevent waste at ceremonies and
holidays.

The amendment to the law, which
provides for the punishment of those
who do not comply with the rules, did
not specify which clothes are non-

national and alien to the national
culture.

The law "Regulation of Traditions and
Ceremonies" was adopted in 2007 in
order to prevent waste at weddings and
ceremonies.

The bill, which was presented to the
public last year, was regarded as a "ban
on clothes" and caused various debates.
Amendments to the laws "Regulation of
Traditions and Rituals” and "On
responsibility for education and
upbringing of children" were submitted
to the President for signature after their
adoption by the Parliament of Tajikistan
on June 19.

On the one hand, the Greek Cypriot
leader continues to take steps to make
a positive impression on the
international community, especially

with regard to your economy.

The Real Estate Commission,
recognized by the European Court of
Human Rights as an effective internal
legal mechanism for evaluating Greek
Cypriot applications, has been
operating effectively since 2005.

Despite this, the leadership of Cyprus
is trying to prevent its citizens from
applying to this mechanism, and those
who failed to do so do not provide the
official documents necessary to
consider their applications.

Although these facts are obvious, it is a
clear violation of international law that
the Greek Cypriot leadership is
appealing to its own courts in a way
that is directed against individuals.

These unacceptable attempts against
those who act in accordance with the
property regime in the Turkish
Republic of Northern Cyprus in
accordance with international law and
the European Convention on Human
Rights further exacerbate the problem
of trust between the two peoples.

As the Turkish Cypriot side, I appeal to
the Greek Cypriot leadership, which
has intensified its policy of pressure
and intimidation during this period,

when we constantly call for
cooperation, for common sense.

For 61 years now, my people have been
subjected to persecution related to
unfair and illegal isolation.

The agreement is aimed at strengthening
cooperation in foreign and security
policy, such as conflict prevention, crisis
management, cybersecurity, ensuring
regional stability, disarmament and arms

export control.
The agreement also paves the way for

cooperation in areas such as the

extraction and processing of critical raw

materials important for green and digital
transformation.

EU High Representative for Foreign
Affairs and Security Policy Josep Borrel
expressed satisfaction with the agreement
and noted that the agreement
demonstrates the EU's determination to
strengthen and deepen bilateral relations
with Kyrgyzstan "based on common
values and common interests in all
mutually beneficial areas.” .

"We will continue to work with

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Celebrating the 106th
anniversary of the creation of
the Azerbaijani army

Azerbaijan celebrates the Day of the Armed Forces and
the 106th anniversary of the creation of the army.

stablished on May 28, 1918, at the

expense of Ottoman officers in

Azerbaijan, which declared its
independence on May 28, 1918, today the
army is one of the strongest in the region
thanks to cooperation with the Turkish Armed
Forces (TSK).
The Azerbaijani army, which showed its might
in the 44-day Karabakh war on September 27
- November 10, 2020, celebrates the
anniversary of its creation not with bitterness
of defeat and 4-year occupation, but with
pride of liberation of its lands from occupation
and victory.
The Azerbaijani army was formed by decision
of the government on June 26, 1918, from
Azerbaijani officers who had previously served
in the army of tsarist Russia.
In Batumi, the Azerbaijani government signed
the first agreement with the Ottoman Empire.
On the basis of article 4 of the treaty,
Azerbaijani officials appealed to the Ottoman
Empire for military assistance. Enver Pasha,
the Minister of War of that time, formed an
army under the command of his brother Nuri
Pasha (Killigil) and was tasked with liberating
Baku and other provinces of Azerbaijan from
Armenian and Bolshevik gangs.
The Ottoman army, dubbed the "Caucasian
Islamic Army", liberated Baku together with
the Azerbaijani army on September 15, 1918.
When the Ottoman Empire was defeated in
World War I, the Caucasian Islamic Army was
forced to leave Azerbaijan, but some officers of
the Caucasian Islamic Army remained in the
country to train the Azerbaijani army.

The Republic of Azerbaijan ceased to exist on
April 28, 1920, when the Soviet army invaded
the country and the national army was
dissolved. After the collapse of the Soviet
Union in 1991, Azerbaijan regained its
independence and the army was recreated.
Turkey was the first country to recognize
Azerbaijan, and Turkey supported Azerbaijan
in the military field, as in all other fields. Since
1992, about 100 agreements and protocols
related to military issues have been signed
between the two countries.

In accordance with the agreements, Turkey
provided assistance to Azerbaijan in the
development of the defense industry and the
training of military specialists. A large number
of Azerbaijanis studied in Turkish military
schools, and the Azerbaijani Military
Academy became an educational institution
providing education according to NATO
standards at the expense of Turkey.

In accordance with the memorandum signed
in 2013, the two countries began conducting
joint shooting exercises every year. In addition
to the bilateral exercises, trilateral exercises
were held with the participation of Georgia
and Pakistan.

The annual TurAz Eagle and TurAz Hawk
exercises have strengthened coordination and
cooperation between the air forces of the two
countries.

During this process, cooperation between
Turkey and Azerbaijan in the field of defense
industry also developed. Azerbaijan, which
had mainly Russian-made weapons and
military equipment, increased its combat
power through purchases of weapons and
ammunition produced by Turkish defense

The 30-year occupation ended in 44 days

In the operation launched on September 27,
2020, the Azerbaijani army transferred the
experience gained during long-term exercises
to real combat operations.

During the 44-day war, the Azerbaijani army
liberated 5 city centers, 4 villages and 286
villages. After that, Armenia admitted defeat.
Bayraktar TB2 UAVs, which Azerbaijan
acquired from Turkey, were actively used in
the war. Many tanks, armored vehicles and
firing points of Armenia were destroyed with
high precision by UCAV. The material value of
Armenian tanks, armored vehicles and
missiles destroyed only by Turkish UCS
exceeded $ 1 billion.

The Azerbaijani army has been restructured
in accordance with the model of the Turkish
armed forces

After the 2nd Karabakh War, the restructuring
of the Azerbaijani army began on the model of
the Turkish armed forces, and commando
brigades were created.

The Blue Beret commandos, most of whom
are trained in Turkey and trained to standards
that allow them to operate in any conditions,
are known as one of the elements of
deterrence of the Azerbaijani army and the
new government.

The evidence of the success of the commandos
was the operation launched on September 12,
2022 after a provocation by the Armenian
army.

In a short period of time, special forces units
took control of all strategic heights and
dominant points on the Armenian-
Azerbaijani border.

Thanks to the 24-hour operation, Azerbaijan's
sovereignty in Karabakh was fully restored
On September 19, 2023, the Azerbaijani army
launched an "anti-terrorist operation” with the
aim of destroying the armed formations of the
so-called Armenian regime in Karabakh and
restoring constitutional order in the region.
During the operation, which lasted about 24
hours, Armenian armed formations and illegal
armed formations in Karabakh laid down
their weapons. The Armenian forces, which
abandoned their positions and retreated,
handed over their weapons to the Azerbaijani
army. The so-called Armenian regime self-
destructed, and thus the sovereignty of
Azerbaijan in Karabakh was fully established.

Speaking about the Turkish Academy,
established in 2012 under the auspices of

The Almaty metro, with a length of about
15 kilometers and consisting of 11 stations,
carries about 100 thousand passengers
daily.
The Almaty Metro is one of the most
difficult underground subways in the world
due to the mountainous and earthquake-
prone zone.
Six of the 11 metro line stations were built
using deep-laying technology, the deepest
station is located 78 meters underground.
Attracts attention with its design
The Almaty metro, each station of which is
decorated in different ways, is among the
most interesting tourist routes of the city.
The metro, especially distinguished by its
national motifs, is one of the most favorite
places for tourists coming to the city, as
well as for photography lovers.
Almaly station was decorated with motifs
symbolizing the history of the city,
including the symbol of the city - the apple,
and the Baikonur station was completely

decorated in the theme of the Baikonur
space base.

Metro stations bearing the names of
national poets, heroes and historical cities
of the Kazakhs attract attention with their
design in accordance with their names.

Uzbekistan and Mongolia
intend to increase the volume of
mutual trade by 10 times

President of Uzbekistan Shavkat Mirziyoyev and
President of Mongolia Ukhnaagiin Khurelsukh agreed to

increase the volume of trade turnover between the two
countries 10 times as soon as possible.

Khurelsukh was solemnly

welcomed by President of
Uzbekistan Mirziyoyev in Tashkent,
where he arrived for talks.
Then Mirziyoyev and Khurelsukh held
face-to-face talks and as part of the
delegations.
During the meeting, Mirziyoyev said
that the first visit of the President of
Mongolia to Uzbekistan in the history of
bilateral relations would open a new
page in relations between the two
countries, noting that this visit is a
confirmation of the mutual desire of the
two countries to strengthen friendship
and develop multilateral cooperation.

"Mongolia is a traditional and reliable
partner for us in the Asian region.
Uzbek-Mongolian relations are based on
the principles of friendship, mutual
respect and support. The first official
visit of the President of Mongolia to
Uzbekistan was rightfully a historic visit,
marking the beginning of a new stage in
bilateral relations. I believe that soon we
will see the first tangible results of our
great joint work.”

Noting that Mongolia was one of the
first to fully support Uzbekistan's
membership in the World Trade
Organization and sign the relevant
protocol, Mirziyoyev stressed that his
country attaches great importance to the
development of relations with Mongolia.
Khurelsukh noted that they attach great
importance to the development of
relations with Uzbekistan and that the
agreements signed during this visit will
make a significant contribution to the
development of bilateral cooperation.
Khurelsukh invited Shavkat Mirziyoyev
to Mongolia to continue an effective
dialogue on the development of
cooperation between the two countries.

The volume of bilateral trade will
increase 10 times

During the meeting, Mirziyoyev and
Khurelsukh agreed to prepare proposals
by the governments of the countries on
preferential trade and mutual facilitation
of market access.

Mirziyoyev and Khurelsukh agreed to
increase the volume of trade between
the two countries as soon as possible,

which in 2023 approached $ 20 million,
by 10 times, for which it was decided to
create a joint working group to increase
trade volume, open shopping centers in
Ulaanbaatar and Tashkent, and prepare
for the signing of a preferential Trade
Agreement trade.

The leaders of the two countries also
agreed to hold mutual business forums
and industrial fairs in the capitals of
their states, and a roadmap will be
prepared for the timely and effective
implementation of the agreements
reached following the negotiations.
After the meeting, Mirziyoyev and
Khurelsukh signed a Joint declaration
on interstate Relations and cooperation.
Also, about 15 cooperation agreements
and agreements were signed between
the two countries, which provide for the
development of cooperation in various
fields.

The leaders also took part in the Uzbek-

CT. This study contains 2,897,024 articles published in
Scopus journals from 1991 to March 4, 2022. Among
these articles, 2,683 were reclassified, and as a result,
1,831 articles were selected for analysis. Among these
articles, 437 DT-related and service-related articles were
analyzed using keyword cloud analysis. This study
revealed the evolutionary processes of DT in the service
sector by analyzing and comparing common features
and differences between practice (real cases) and
research (published journal articles) of DT. In addition,
the study examines the main factors contributing to the
development of DT at three stages of the evolution of
DT in the service sector. The results of the study
contain theoretical and practical conclusions that offer
strategic ideas for the planning and implementation of
CT in the service sector. In particular, it is noted that
the digitalization of services has a positive impact on
customer satisfaction through the use of advanced
technologies such as artificial intelligence (AI), the
Internet of Things (IoT), virtual and augmented reality
(VR/AR), cloud computing and big data analytics. For
example, service providers have managed not only to
increase customer satisfaction through the use of IoT
and blockchain technology, but also to make their
business processes very transparent.

Finally, the article discusses the prospects for a
future research program for service robots in the
tourism and hospitality industry. This study is a
comprehensive and systematic review of the literature
on service robots in the tourism and hospitality
industry.
