Expressing that he was very pleased to
be at SAHA EXPO 2024, where the stars
of the defense, aviation and space sectors
meet, Erdogan wished that SAHA
EXPO, which gradually became a brand
in its field, would benefit the country,
the sector and the participating
companies.
Erdogan said: "I congratulate all our
institutions, companies and sponsors
who contributed to the organization of
the fair, and I congratulate all our
companies that participated in our fair
with their products. I would like to say
"Welcome" to all our guests who visit our
beautiful Istanbul and SAHA EXPO
from abroad. I would like to express my
gratitude to the companies participating
in the fair and to everyone who
supported the events held at the
exhibition."

Recalling that a monstrous terrorist
attack had been committed at the TAI
campus in Kahramankazani the day
before, President Erdogan said: "First of
all, I pray for the mercy of Allah
Almighty to our heroes who became
martyrs in this treacherous and
despicable terrorist act. I would like to
express my condolences to the grieving
families of our martyrs, their loved ones
and members of our TAI We will always
remember with gratitude the sacrifices of
our martyrs. I believe and pray that our
people will forever preserve the dear
memory of our martyrs. Similarly, I wish
a speedy recovery to our brothers and
sisters who were injured in the attack.

"We have once again witnessed the
noble spirit in our national anthem,"
President Erdogan said that he would
like to voice one thing first, and
continued as follows:

"Although our sorrow for our martyrs is
great, our determination to fight the
villains who encroach on our ideal of the
century of Turkey is much higher. We
will continue to fight those who think
that such treacherous actions will force
us to take a step back, and we will
continue to bring down their lairs on
their heads. The Turkish Republic has
the strength, capabilities and

determination to eliminate all threats to
its survival at their very source. Thanks
to the complete unity of its 85 million
citizens, Turkey has the prudence to
destroy all kinds of traps. Soon everyone
will realize the following fact: all kinds of
attacks aimed at the peace and security
of our country will fail, fail and
eventually turn into a blow to the
terrorist barons who feed on blood."

Recalling that two traitors, members of a
separatist terrorist organization who
organized the terrorist attack in TAI,
were captured dead, Erdogan said: "Our
air force and the presidium of the
Ministry of National Security responded
to this despicable attack by destroying
terrorist targets in Syria and Iraq, and
did not leave the blessed blood of our
martyrs on earth.”

Erdogan stressed that the workers of the
defense industry showed that these
people have an unshakable will and
unshakable faith, saying: "We will work
harder and produce more to spite the
traitors” immediately after the attack.
"We have once again witnessed the noble
spirit of our national anthem," Erdogan
said and recited the lines of the national
anthem: "If the horizon of the world is
surrounded by a steel armored wall/I
have a wall like my chest full of faith/You
are a nation, don't be afraid! How can
such faith be stifled/ How can such faith
be strangled by a one-toothed beast that
you call “civilization"?"

"Listen, I emphasize the following
fact," Erdogan said, "we see very clearly
what intentions are behind these
treacherous actions. We also know very
well what the ambitions of the assassins
are. Similarly, our nation, possessing
prudence and wisdom, understands
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what purpose the bloody actions of the
separatist criminals serve."

Saying that they discussed in detail the
treacherous terrorist attack and the steps
they will take at yesterday's security
meeting, Erdogan said: "We will not
allow anyone to come between us and
our goal - a terror-free Turkey, where 85
million people live in brotherhood,
peace and tranquility.

hostile terrorist attack can violate the
eternal brotherhood of this people,
prevent the construction of the Turkish
century and stand in the way of the ideal
of a great and strong Turkey.

Stating that they would not allow
Turkey's enemies to drag the country
into darkness, Erdogan said: "The
Turkish Republic is bigger, stronger and
more stable not only than all terrorist
organizations, but also the imperialist
gangs that unleash these murderous
networks against us."

Stating that Turkey has deep-rooted state
experience in order to pass the
conspirators' games one after another,
Erdogan said: "Until today, we have
always fought terrorism in a multi-level
manner, using all the tools and all the
means at our disposal. I hope that we
will continue our struggle with the same
strategic thinking. We will not fall into a
trap, we will not break away from our
goals."

Stating that they would not compromise
on issues of brotherhood, unity and
solidarity, Erdogan said: "We will again
thwart the ambitions of those who wrote
scenarios of internal unrest for Turkey
for no apparent reason a few months
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ago. We appreciate the common position
taken by our people, as well as by our
political parties, including the
opposition, after the terrorist attack. I
would like to thank all my citizens who
have united on the axis of brotherhood
in accordance with our call.”

“Our media gives a bad test”

Stating that he would like to express his
regret here, President Erdogan
continued his words as follows:

"The purpose of terrorism is not only to
shed blood and kill innocent people. The
main purpose of terrorism is to create an
atmosphere of terror and fear in society.
Unfortunately, some circles in our
country, willingly or unwittingly, act as a
kind of intermediary for terrorism to
achieve this goal. Look, we leave aside
social media, where there is no self-
control, no moral values, no control.
Because when it comes to Turkey;, it has
already turned into an operational
apparatus that completes the missing
aspects of a terrorist act. We have
repeatedly come across the fact that the
sensitivity they show when it comes to
terrorist activities in the West is hushed
up when it comes to our country. We no
longer expect them to take a consistent,
moral, principled and conscientious
position. What really upsets us is our
print and visual media, which we expect
to cover such issues much more
responsibly and scrupulously. Our media
has been taking such incidents very
badly lately."

Stating that they saw the same
irresponsibility shown in the monstrous
murders that injured everyone as a result
of the terrorist attack in TAI, Erdogan
said that there was nothing acceptable
and reasonable about it.

"Those who submit these images also
cause irreparable damage,"

Erdogan continued:

"The rights and interests of the nation,
the country and the respected
institutions of our state should not be
sacrificed to the rating race. Of course,
just as those who dump images in front
of the people in unfiltered form make a



big mistake, so those who submit these
images cause irreparable damage to the
security of our state and institutions.
From now on, we will fight such
irresponsibility more decisively. We
expect our media and politicians to
always act, bearing in mind that the fight
against terrorism is a total and
multifaceted struggle.”

Wishing mercy to the martyrs once
again, Erdogan said: "SAHA Istanbul was
established 9 years ago with the aim of
becoming the locomotive of our defense
and aerospace sector. In an effort to
increase the pace of localization, bring
mission-critical technologies to our
country and enhance our international
competitiveness, Saha Istanbul has come
a long way since its founding. Today,
SAHA Istanbul unites members from 52
different sectors, more than 1,200
companies, 29 universities and a wide
network covering 45 cities."

"Saha EXPO is a bridge that connects
Turkish companies with the global
market,"

Stressing that they consider this broad
and widespread defense ecosystem,
which has been achieved in a short time,
very valuable, Erdogan said:

"We are witnessing how Saha EXPO acts
as a bridge that unites Turkish companies
with the global market. With the help of
the SAHA EXPO, which was held for the
first time in 2018, we sincerely support
the business development and export
efforts of our country's companies. The
figures show the level that SAHA EXPO
has reached in this sector. With more
than 150,000 visitors, more than 300
delegations, more than 150 buyer
delegations, a high level of participation
from more than 120 countries and more
than 1,400 affiliated companies, I would
like to state with satisfaction that SAHA
EXPO has become an important
platform in the defense sector."
Recalling that last year the defense and
aerospace sector reached a total export
volume of 5.6 billion dollars, Erdogan
noted that export contracts close to this
amount will be signed at SAHA EXPO.
Congratulating all the participating
companies on the SAHA EXPO, which
brought significant success to Turkey;,
Erdogan said: "We see that Turkey is
taking firm steps to become a strong
player in the global defense industry
sector. This success is supported by the
design, development and production of
technologies, as well as strategic
cooperation and international projects.
We can't help but be proud of it."
Expressing that he wants to share some
relevant and vivid data, Erdogan
continued as follows:

"In 2002, our defense exports barely
reached $248 million. We took it and, as I
said, increased it to $5.6 billion. Last year
alone, we exported more than 230 types
of defense products to 185 countries
around the world. Our defense and
aerospace exports increased by 32
percent in September this year compared
to the same month of the previous year.
In 9 months, our exports increased by
12.2 percent compared to the same
period last year. Our exports have

increased by 10.4 percent over the past

12 months and reached 6 billion 15
million dollars. Only in 2024, our
enterprises of the military-industrial
complex set a serious record by exporting
products to 178 countries around the
world."

Stating that unmanned aerial vehicles
such as Bayraktar TB2, Akinci, ANKA
and AKSUNGUR have great
consequences in the world and are
described as “game-changers", President
Erdogan said: "We plan to add our
KIZILELMA and ANKA III unmanned
combat aircraft to this in the coming
period. With the inclusion of these
asymmetric defense products in the
inventory, Turkey will further strengthen
its dominance in this area. Fortunately,
we have increased the level of localization
in the defense industry to more than 80
percent."

Noting that they no longer only provide
the vast majority of their own needs, but
also provide strong support to the
security of friendly and allied countries,
Erdogan used the following statements:
"Despite all the obstacles put in front of
us, open and secret embargoes, sabotage
of treacherous networks within us,
restrictions that violate union law, over
the past 22 years we have literally written
an epic in the field of defense industry.
This fact is seen by everyone, opponent
and opponent, friend and foe. They
accept it. They take Turkey's
achievements as an example for
themselves. In particular, our pashas,
soldiers and security forces who fought
terrorism in the years before 2002 are
well aware of the success story the
Turkish defense industry has achieved.”
Noting that they put an end to the
picture of the former Turkey, where even
the simplest materials needed by the
military and police were purchased
abroad, which did not suit them,
Erdogan said: "Thanks to our defense
steps, we have largely freed a country that
needed weapons, vehicles and equipment
from other countries, even in legitimate
operations against terrorist organizations,
against foreign dependence. We are
constantly trying to improve ourselves
with our Steel Dome system, Steel
Dome's long-range SIPER air defense
capabilities, and many other projects.

Dome", we have a "Steel Dome".

"Thanks to IMECE, we now have the
ability to get images from anywhere in
the world without any restrictions”
President Erdogan noted that they have
strengthened their long-range missile
capabilities and have resolutely taken
steps in this direction.

Noting that they are in constant
breakthrough in satellite technology,
Erdogan said: "In addition to all this, we
are in a constant breakthrough in satellite
technology. We have brought our country
to a level where it can develop, produce
and test its own satellites. With IMECE,
Turkey's first domestic and national
surveillance satellite, which we launched
into space last year, we now have the
ability to take pictures from anywhere in
the world without any restrictions. With
the TURKSAT 6A project, we have
become one of the few countries that can
produce their own satellites in the field of
communications satellite production. We
will also use the opportunities gained in
the TURKSAT 6A and IMECE projects
in the preparation and implementation of
our lunar mission."

Stating that the critical events in the
region reminded them that they should
not neglect any area of defense, aerospace
and space technology, Erdogan said that
both the genocide in Gaza, where 50,000
innocent people were brutally killed, and
the attacks on Lebanon showed that the
Turkish defense industry must be strong
in all aspects.

(TRNC) Ersin Tatar said he
would meet with the leader of the Greek
Cypriot Administration of Southern
Cyprus (GCA) Nikos Christodoulides
at a dinner in New York, USA under the
auspices of the United Nations (UN),
and said that the conditions for
negotiations with the Greek Cypriots
are clear and unambiguous, and that the
sovereignty and equality of the TRNC
should be registered.

The President of the TRNC Tatar
assessed the AA correspondent before
an informal dinner with the Greek
Cypriot leader Christodoulides in New
York.

Stating that the future agreement to be
concluded in Cyprus will take the form
of cooperation between the two states,
Tatar noted that they will have the
opportunity to explain to the other side
their theses in the form of "sovereign
equality and equal international status”,
which they have adopted as a national

policy.

Tatar said that President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan will take part in the 79th
session of the United Nations. In his
speech to the General Assembly, he
stated that his call to the international
community for recognition of the
TRNC was valuable to them, and stated
that federation-based negotiations on
the Cyprus issue were no longer on
their agenda.

The President of the TRNC Tatar stated
that the dinner at which they will meet
with the Greek Cypriot leader

Stating that they would not deviate
from their two-state policy, sovereign,
equal and equal international status, the
Tatar president said: "This dinner
provides an opportunity to explain our
theses.”

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The Liberal Democratic Party

has won the general elections

in Uzbekistan

The Central Election Commission of
Uzbekistan announced that the Liberal

Democratic Party won the largest number of

votes in yesterday's general elections in the

country, gaining 64 seats in the 150-seat

parliament.

Chairman of the Central Election
Commission Zainiddin Nizamkhozhayev
held a press conference on the results of
the first general elections held yesterday
after the adoption of the new constitution
in the country.

Nizamkhozhayev said that in the
elections, which were held for the first
time in the country according to the
majority-proportional representation
system, the Liberal Democratic Party
received 42.7 percent of the votes, 64
deputies, the Democratic Party of
National Ascension - 19.3 percent of the
votes, 29 deputies, the Social Democratic
Party "Justice” - 14 percent of the votes,
21 deputies, the People'sThe Democratic
Party - 13 percent of the votes, 20
deputies, the Environmental Party of
Uzbekistan - 10.7 percent of the votes, 16
deputies.

Nizamkhozhayev said that a total of 19
million 944 thousand voters were
registered in the country, and the turnout
at the elections was 74.72 percent, and 15
million 27 thousand 529 voters voted.

A total of 875 candidates from the
Democratic Party of National Ascension,
the People's Democratic Party, the Liberal
Democratic Party, the Social Democratic
Justice Party and the Environmental Party
competed in the elections.

Voters cast their ballots at 10,717 polling
stations set up across the country

Voters cast their ballots at 10,717 polling
stations set up in 75 constituencies across
the country. 56 polling stations have been
organized for Uzbek citizens abroad at
the diplomatic missions of Uzbekistan in
39 foreign countries, including Turkey.
The elections were observed by about
1,000 international observers from more
than 50 countries and organizations,
including the Organization for Security
and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE), the
World Association of Electoral
Authorities (DSOB), the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO), the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation
(OIC), the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS) and the
Organization of Turkic States.

The party with the highest number of
votes will choose its candidate for the
post of Prime Minister

In Uzbekistan, where the presidential
system operates, the Parliament consists

of the Legislative Assembly and the
Senate. The lower house of the country's
parliament and the permanent Legislative
Assembly consist of 150 deputies, while
the upper house, the Senate, which meets
every 3 months, consists of 65 members.
Those elected to county councils will
choose senators who will represent their
districts in the Senate at their meetings
next month. In the Senate, each of the
country's 14 regions will be represented
by 4 senators, and 9 senators will be
appointed by the President.

The party that received the most votes in
the elections will have the right to
nominate its candidate for the post of
Prime Minister and submit it to the head
of state for approval.

According to the electoral law, which
came into force for the first time in the
country in these elections, elections to the
Legislative Assembly were held according
to a majority and proportional
representation system.

The law on the transition to the "majority
and proportional representation” system,
adopted by the Legislative Assembly on
October 31, 2023, entered into force after
being signed by President Shavkat
Mirziyoyev in December 2023, after
approval by the Senate on November 24,
2023.

In the last general elections held in
Uzbekistan in December 2019, the
Liberal Democratic Party won 53 seats,
the National Ascension Democratic Party
- 36, the Social Democratic Justice Party
— 24, the People's Democratic Party - 22
and the Environmental Party of
Uzbekistan — 15 seats in the 150-seat
Legislative Assembly.

Azerbaijan has sent a note to the European Union in

connection with the adoption of the anti-Azerbaijani

resolution in the European Parliament.

Azerbaijani resolution adopted in

the European Parliament,
Azerbaijan has addressed a note to the
European Union. A statement issued by
the Azerbaijani Foreign Ministry said
that the EU Ambassador to Baku, Peter
Michalko, was summoned to the
ministry in connection with the anti-
Azerbaijani resolution adopted by the
European Parliament on October 24 and
the unfounded and biased views
expressed during negotiations on this
decision.

In a resolution adopted on October 24,
2024, the European Parliament
condemned Azerbaijan for "violations of
human rights and international law."
Azerbaijan strongly condemned the
resolution adopted by the European
Parliament and sent a note to
Ambassador Mikhalko, the statement
said.

"INCITES REVENGE IN ARMENIA”

In the message conveyed to Mikhalko, it
was noted that the ongoing defamatory
campaign against Azerbaijan, statements
and steps aimed at encroaching on the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of
the country, interference in its internal
affairs, stimulate revanchism in Armenia
and harm peace efforts in the region.
The message stated that Azerbaijan had
established its relations with the EU on
the basis of the norms and principles of
international law, mutual respect,
equality and common interests, and
called on the other side to seriously
respect these basic principles. In
addition, it was suggested to refrain
from biased steps that violate the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of
Azerbaijan, interfere in its internal
affairs, and harm peace and stability in
the region.

WHAT HAPPENED?

On October 24, 2024, the European
Parliament adopted a resolution
condemning Azerbaijan for alleged
“violations of human rights and
international law." The resolution
condemned Azerbaijan for repressions
against human rights defenders,
journalists and opposition figures and
stated that these violations contradict
the country's right to host the COP-29
climate conference in November.

The European Parliament also noted that
Azerbaijan should normalize relations
with Armenia and a peace treaty should
be signed between the two countries, but
the Azerbaijani government reacted very
sharply to this decision and called the
decision of the European Parliament
“"double standards" and "political

sarcasm".
