resident Recep Tayyip Erdogan

attended the 8th Annual meeting of

the Ministry of Family and Social
Services at the Beshtepe National Convention
and Cultural Center. He attended the family
council and gave a speech.

Noting that four councils, the first of which
took place in 1990, were held during the rule
of the Justice and Development Party,
President Erdogan said that at each council
the most important issues concerning society,
especially the family, were discussed and
solutions were proposed.

President Erdogan continued: "We have
adopted the decisions of the Council as a
guide in the formation of our family policy.
The main one was the idea of creating a
ministry that would deal exclusively with the
family. We implemented this proposal, which
was put on the Council's agenda, in 2011.
Thus, we have made sure that the family issue
is resolved under one roof in all its
dimensions. In accordance with the period
when we celebrate the 100th anniversary of
our Republic, 8. Obviously, the Family
Council will not only provide a
comprehensive accounting opportunity, but
will also contribute to determining future
goals. I would like to ask all Council members
to look at the work of the commission, which
will be held today and tomorrow, from this
point of view."

"THE FAMILY IS THE STEEL CORE OF
SOCIETY, THE SOURCE OF STRENGTH”
"As stated in the topic of the Council, I want
you to know that the views that you will
express in protecting the institution of the
family, which is our future, are very valuable
and significant," President Erdogan said and
continued his words as follows: "T hope that
the Council, which unites all interested parties
in this issue, from scientists to experts, from
government agencies to non-governmental
organizations, will be successful and
productive. In our faith and culture, the
"family” is a sacred institution. A family that
surrounds people in all spheres from birth to
death and protects them from the ups and
downs of life is a great blessing and a unique
treasure. A person is born in a family, finds
peace in the family, feels safe among family
members, prepares for life with his family. A
family where love is shared and multiplied,
and difficulties are overcome together, is one
of the most important qualities that make a
person human.”

President Erdogan stated that the protection
of the institution of family and generation is
at the forefront of the duties of the state, and
that it is also preached as a matter of faith.
Recalling that the state's duty to protect the
family is enshrined in article 41 of the
Constitution with the phrase "The family is
the foundation of Turkish society,” President

Erdogan said: "The family is the foundation of
society, and society cannot survive without a
solid foundation. In this respect, the family is
the steel core, the essence, the core, the source
of the strength of society."

"THE ATTACKS ON GAZA HAVE
ALREADY EXCEEDED THE LIMIT OF
SELF-DEFENSE”

Stressing that the Gaza Strip, which tears the
hearts of everyone, is another area where the
world consciousness should take action,
President Erdogan said that since October 7,
the Israeli administration has been carrying
out a brutal massacre of Palestinians, using
the shock experienced as a pretext.

Stating that he addressed the national and
international community that followed him,
President Erdogan continued: "This morning I
addressed the Catholic community through
the Pope. Mosques, churches, schools,
markets and even hospitals are being bombed
by Israeli forces. As a result of the Israeli
attacks on the Gaza Strip and Ramallah, more
than six thousand of our brothers and sisters,
mostly children and women, became martyrs.
Again, 17,000 people, mostly women and
children, were injured. More than 12,000 tons
of bombs have been dropped on the heads of
2.3 million people who are fighting for
survival in a narrow area of 360 square
kilometers, which is completely surrounded.
America is there, Europe is there, they are
there with all their means, they come and visit
one after another. Almost half of the houses
in Gaza have been destroyed, damaged or
rendered unusable. According to the UN,
600,000 Gazans have been forced to leave
their homes. At the moment, the UN teams
are planning to leave at any moment, they are
calculating it."

Stressing that, as in all wars, women and
innocent children suffer the most, President
Erdogan said: "Is it possible to look at the
news and photos reflected from Gaza and
remain indifferent? No actions, no matter
how shocking, can justify such an atrocity."

Stating that the attacks on Gaza have turned
into open brutality, atrocities, massacres and
barbarism that have already exceeded the
limit of self-defense, President Erdogan said:
"The sad thing is that civilized uncivilized
people are only watching these atrocities."

"HOW MANY MORE CHILDREN MUST
DIE FOR THE EUROPEAN
COMMISSION TO CALL FOR A
CEASEFIRE?"

Stating that yesterday the European
Commission issued a statement saying: "We
cannot call for a ceasefire yet," President
Erdogan said, "How many more people
should die? How many children should die?
What account do you have, what do you do
for this? Explain it. When is there a ceasefire

and when is there not? If you are engaged in
politics, then we are engaged in this policy, I
have been in politics for 40 years, but we have
never been and cannot remain spectators of
such atrocities as you. "Instead of calling on
the Israeli government to come to its senses,
all Western countries are providing
unconditional support for the attacks."

President Recep Tayyip Erdogan said that
those who rant about human rights and
freedoms have been ignoring the right to life
of the oppressed people of Gaza for 19 days,
and said: "What happened to the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights? Are you not
looking at this declaration at all? No. If it
comes to their business, they look at it. They
don't look at it because it doesn't work for
them, why? The blood shed for him is also
Muslim blood. Instead of sending ships with
humanitarian aid, they sent aircraft carriers
and warships to make it clear what kind of
lobby they serve. We've gotten to know you
better, and we're getting to know you even
better. This is hypocrisy, hypocrisy, pouring
gasoline on the fire. I ask here, let them give a
number so that the European Commission
calls for a cease-fire, how many more children
should die? How many more tons of bombs
must fall on Gaza for the UN Security
Council to act? How many more women,
civilians and old people have to die before
Western institutions say "stop" the slaughter?

How many more of their colleagues need to
be bombed in order for the international
press to write, speak and tell the truth? How
long should we wait to put an end to this
crisis that has set our region on fire?

"WE HAVE ALWAYS BEEN ON THE SIDE
OF EQUALITY AND JUSTICE FOR
CENTURIES”

After reading verses from Mehmet Akif
Ersoy's poem "I cannot applaud oppression,”
President Erdogan said that Turkey has
committed itself to protect and revoke this
right and to be the voice of the oppressed and
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victims, regardless of their identity.

President Erdogan said that history records
those who remain silent in front of the bodies
of innocent children lined up on cold
concrete, those who speak out in difficult
times, those who work, and those who
sincerely strive for peace and tranquility.

Stating that Turkey has always been on the
side of law, equality and justice for centuries,
and now stands on the side of the oppressed
and victims without any discrimination,
President Erdogan said that they protect
humanity and human life today, as in the past,
and that they seek to prevent the death of
children.

Stressing that Turkey takes a balanced and
principled position in all humanitarian crises
in its immediate vicinity and that time always
proves them right, President Erdogan
continued: "We have no doubts about the
correctness of our position on the issue of
Palestine and Gaza. Those who should be
questioned, who should be brought to justice,
are those who saw the massacre in Gaza and
turned away. Indeed, those who have lost
their honor, dignity and compass of
conscience to such an extent that they have
become a waste of a penny should be
ashamed. With God's permission, we will
never put ourselves, our country and our
beloved people in such a situation. Now I'm
shouting from here again: those in the West
who don't speak out are those who are in debt
to Israel, they are in debt... But Turkey owes
Israel nothing. That's why we're comfortable,
that's why we're strong. From now on, we will
continue to shout the truth in the same way.
"We will continue to work for the peace, well-
being, safety and well-being of all children."

President Erdogan wished the historical
council held on the occasion of the 100th
anniversary of the Republic to be successful
and productive, and thanked those who
contributed.

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75 years of oppression, tears and resistance in Palestine

Founded on May 14, 1948, under the auspices of the West, Israel has been bringing blood and oppression to the
occupied Palestinian territories for 75 years. The Palestinians mark this day as the Day of the Nakba
"catastrophe". Shortly before that, on April 9, Israeli terrorists stormed the village of Deir Yassin, killing 254
Palestinians. According to the UN, 726,000 Palestinians have been forced to migrate due to the ongoing

massacres. Since then, there have been massacres, forced migrations and an "intifada".

n April 25, 1920, the League of

Nations decided to authorize Great

Britain to manage the mandate of
the region. In 1917, British Foreign Secretary
Arthur Balfour promised to create a
homeland for the Jewish people in Palestine.
This promise was contained in a letter sent
to Lord Rothschild, one of the leaders of the
Zionists. This letter is called the Balfour
Declaration.

NAKBA AND DEIR YASSIN MASSACRE

Unable to solve the problem, the British
administration left the country in 1948.
Jewish leaders proclaimed the creation of the
State of Israel. The decision came into force
on May 15, when the last British troops left
the area. The State of Israel was the first
Jewish state established in 2000 years.
Palestinians celebrate May 15 as "Al-Nakba",
the day of the "Catastrophe"”. On April 9,
Irgun and Lehi militants killed 254
Palestinians in the village of Deir Yassin near
Jerusalem. According to the UN, 726,000
Palestinians have been forced to migrate.
During this period, Palestinian settlements
consisting of 675 villages and towns were
liquidated.

6-DAY WAR

Growing tensions between the occupying
Power Israel and its Arab neighbors led to
the Six-Day War, which began on June 5,
1967. In these six days, the face of the
Middle East conflict has changed. Israel
occupied the Gaza Strip and the Sinai
Peninsula from Egypt and the Golan Heights
from Syria. Jordan has also withdrawn its
troops from the West Bank and East
Jerusalem. The UN Security Council adopted
resolution 242. The resolution rejected the
acquisition of territories by war and
demanded that Israel withdraw from the
areas it had captured during the recent
fighting. According to the UN, another
500,000 Palestinians have become refugees in
this war. About 650 thousand Jewish
occupiers were settled in the newly created
settlements.

1973 THE YOM KIPPUR WAR

Yom Kippur, the "Day of Atonement’, is the
most important religious holiday of the
Jewish people. Having failed to regain the
territories lost in the 1967 war by diplomatic
means, Egypt and Syria launched an
offensive against Israel during the Yom
Kippur holiday in 1973. Initially, Egypt and

Syria advanced on the Sinai Peninsula and
the Golan Heights. After three weeks of
fighting, the situation changed after the US
supported Israel. In some places, Israel
eventually moved beyond the 1967 ceasefire
line. Although later these lands were
abandoned. In Egypt, Israeli troops also
seized territory and moved to the west bank
of the Suez Canal.

PEACE TREATY WITH EGYPT 1977

When Egyptian President Anwar Sadat flew
to Israel on November 19, 1977 and
delivered a speech in the Knesset, the
parliament, the world was stunned. Sadat
was the first Arab leader to recognize Israel.
Egypt and Israel signed the Camp David
Accords in 1978. The text referred to peace
in the Middle East, including granting
limited autonomy to the Palestinians. The
Sinai Peninsula was returned to Egypt. The
Arab States boycotted Egypt for negotiating
with Israel on its own. Anwar Sadat was
killed in 1981 by units of his own army.

SABRA AND SHATILA MASSACRE

The invasion of Lebanon began after the
assassination attempt by Abu Nidal's
organization on the Israeli ambassador in
London. When the PLO militia left the
country in accordance with the ceasefire
agreement, the Palestinian refugee camps
were left defenseless. As Israeli troops
massed around Beirut on September 14,
Bashir Gemayel, the leader of the Christian
Phalanx militia, was killed in a bomb attack
at his headquarters in the capital. The next
day, the occupying Israeli forces entered West
Beirut. From September 16 to 18, Falangists
in alliance with Israel killed hundreds of
Palestinians in the Sabra and Shatila camps.

THE FIRST INTIFADA

The intifada, or mass uprising against the
Israeli occupation, began in the Gaza Strip
and soon spread to the West Bank. The
uprising began when a car belonging to the
occupation authorities hit four Palestinians.
The protests took the form of civil
disobedience. General strikes were
organized. Israeli forces responded to
Palestinians throwing stones at heavily
armed soldiers; many Palestinian civilians
were killed. During the protests that lasted
until 1993, 1,087 Palestinian civilians were
killed.

MADRID SUMMIT 1991

The US administration has focused on the
search for peace in the Middle East.
Repeated visits by US Secretary of State
James Baker paved the way for the
convening of an international summit in
Madrid. Syria agreed to join; he hoped to
enter into negotiations that would allow the
return of the Golan Heights. Jordan also
accepted the invitation. However,
conservative Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak
Shamir did not want to deal directly with the
PLO, so a Palestinian-Jordanian delegation
consisting of prominent Palestinian figures
was formed.

THE OSLO PEACE PROCESS

In June 1992, the coming to power in Israel
of the left wing, the Avoda Party, marked the

beginning of a very strong peace process.
Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin, who was
portrayed as a hardliner, as well as Shimon
Peres and Yossi Beilin, who were portrayed
as "pigeons", sided with Israel. When it
became clear that the bilateral negotiations in
Washington would not bring any results, on
January 20, 1993, the secret Oslo alley was
opened. The Palestinians agreed to recognize
the State of Israel in exchange for a phased
withdrawal of troops from the occupied
territories. As a result of the negotiations, a
Declaration of Principles was adopted. When
this document was signed in Washington,
400 million people watched the historic
handshake between Arafat and Rabin live on
air. In 1994, the Palestinian Authority was
officially established.

THE SECOND OSLO AND THE
MURDER OF THE LORD

The Palestinian Authority experienced
difficulties in its first year in the Gaza Strip.
Dozens of Israelis have been killed in
bombings carried out by Palestinian
militants.Israel is blocking entry and exit
from the territory of the autonomous
Administration; militants have been killed.
The construction of new settlements did not
stop either. On September 24, the agreement,
known as the Second Oslo, was signed at
separate ceremonies in Taba (Egypt) and in
Washington. Israeli religious people were
dissatisfied with the surrender of the "Jewish
land". Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin, the
target of a campaign filled with anger and
provocations, was assassinated on November
4, 1995 by a Jew belonging to an extremist
religious movement whose representatives
are now in the Israeli Government.

THE SECOND INTIFADA

The leader of Netanyahu's Likud opposition
party Ariel Sharon, a right-wing politician
for many years, visited the complex where
the Al-Agsa Mosque is located. I was told
that this is a very provocative step.
Palestinians have started demonstrations to
protest the visit. And the demonstrations
escalated into the so-called Al-Agsa intifada.
During the second intifada, which lasted 5
years, 4,412 Palestinians were killed and
48,322 injured. At the same time, 1,069
Israelis were killed and 4,500 wounded. The
uprising, which lasted 5 years, paved the way
for the rise of Hamas. Mohammed Durra,
who was martyred in his father's arms as a
result of the fire set by the occupation
authorities, became a symbol of the 2nd
intifada.

OPEN-AIR PRISON IN GAZA

The Gaza Strip, which was suppressed by the
illegal blockade of the Tel Aviv
administration after Hamas won the
Palestinian elections in 2006, has been the
target of 5 major Israeli attacks over the past
17 years. Since 2005, it has been under land,
sea and air blockade. The Gaza Strip, which
has been called the "largest open prison” in
the world, borders Israel to the north and
east, Egypt to the south and the
Mediterranean Sea to the east. More than 2
million people live in this region with a
length of 41 kilometers and a width of 10

kilometers. The Gaza Strip has been trying to
resist both the Israeli blockade and attacks
for many years. Currently, with the exception
of the Rafah border crossing with Egypt in
the south, most of the land access to the
Gaza Strip is completely in the hands of
Israel, including control over the airspace. In
the sea, it controls areas other than a small
hole.

RAIDS ON THE WEST BANK AND AL-
AQSA MOSQUE

Likud leader Benjamin Netanyahu, who was
re-elected prime minister in December 2022,
formed an "extreme right" government,
which is called the most racist government
in the country's history. Itamar Ben-Gvir, the
leader of the Otzma Yehudit (Jewish Power)
party, one of the coalition parties, organized
marches with slogans such as "Death to the
Arabs." Ben-Gwir's raids on the Al-Agsa
Mosque under police protection led to an
escalation of tension. The far-right coalition
formed under the leadership of Benjamin
Netanyahu has decided to pursue a tough
policy towards the Palestinians. In 2023,
Israeli forces conducted large-scale raids in
the West Bank, and over 200 people were
killed during these raids in 9 months. More
than 900 people were arrested.

OPERATION AL-AQSA

In October, Hamas launched Operation
Flood in Al-Aqsa against Israeli repression.
In a short period of time, Hamas troops
captured dozens of districts.

TERROR OF THE SETTLERS AT THE
TOP

Illegal settlement activity, which Israel
promised to stop but used as an occupation
base, is at its highest level since 2012.
According to Peace Now, the number of
settlers in the West Bank has reached
506,000, and in East Jerusalem — 230,000.
Israel is trying to secure its occupation plans
by settling Jewish settlers on Palestinian land.
The settlers, armed with the occupation
authorities, confiscate the lands of the
Palestinians and plunder their property
under the protection of the Israeli army.
Palestinians who cannot accept the situation
are either arrested or forced to emigrate. The
Israeli government approved 7,325 housing
units in 2012, 5,749 in 2013, 2,472 in 2014,
1,245 in 2015, 2,292 in 2016 and 6,742 in
2017, 5,618 in 2018, 8,457 in 2019, 12,159 in
2020, 3,645 in 2021 and 4,427 in 2022.
Finally, the appointment of two radical
candidates for the most important posts in
the Israeli Government, representing fascist
and racist settler terrorists, has led to an
increase in tension and violence in the
region.

Residents of East
Turkestan protest against
the US-China meeting

he genocidal policy in East

Turkestan under the occupa-

tion of China continues to this
day. Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi,
one of the main architects of the genoci-
de policy applied to other Turkic
communities, especially the Uighur
Turks, was protested by residents of East
Turkestan before his meeting with
Secretary of State Anthony Blinken in
the United States.

"WE CANNOT IGNORE VIOLENCE”
The protest was attended by Uighur
Turks living in the United States,
concentration camp witnesses and Mike
Gallagher, a member of the Wisconsin
House of Representatives and chairman
of the special Committee of the House
of Representatives on strategic rivalry
between the United States and the
Communist Party of China. Stating that
they will not ignore China's policy of
genocide in East Turkestan, Gallagher
said: "Today Anthony Blinken will hold
a meeting with Chinese Foreign
Minister Wang Yi in the capital. "We are
here with activists on the steps of the
U.S. Capitol, and we cannot turn a blind
eye to atrocities just because cabinet-
level officials want to make a trip to
Beijing."

FACTS ABOUT EAST TURKESTAN
The ABC team of the world-famous
Australian TV channel, who visited
places fully controlled and authorized by
China, reported that the Communist
Party of China (CPC) is trying to turn
East Turkestan into a tourist destination
after years of brutal repression. In a
special report published by ABC on
September 30, 2023, it was reported that
East Turkestan was isolated from the
world as a result of Chinese pressure. It
was stressed that the repression in East
Turkestan has been documented since

Xi Jinping ordered a "tough attack" on
so-called terrorism during his visit to
East Turkestan in 2014.

GENOCIDE IS TAKING PLACE IN
EAST TURKESTAN!

Due to the systematic policy of oppres-
sion and assimilation carried out by the
Government of the People's Republic of
China, the people in East Turkestan
were subjected to total genocide and
continue to do so to this day.

THE TRADE DEFICIT IN
UZBEKISTAN CONTINUES TO
GROW

In January-September 2023, the Statistics
Agency of Uzbekistan; According to the
published report on foreign trade
turnover, the negative balance of the
country's foreign trade reached $ 9.27
billion. During the same period of the
previous year, Uzbekistan's foreign trade
deficit amounted to $7.9 billion. The
volume of Uzbekistan's exports from
January to September 2023 amounted to
$ 17.74 billion, and the volume of
imports — $ 27.01 billion.

trade volume with Uzbekistan has
reached $9.45 billion. This indicator
accounts for 21.1 percent of the total
foreign trade turnover of Uzbekistan.

Aliyev said that France has

committed many crimes
against humanity in the countries it
invaded and colonized, and said: "We
see that racism and Islamophobia have
become widespread in France. The
French authorities, who must fight
against such alarming and dangerous
trends, are trying to teach other count-
ries and interfere in the internal affairs
of other countries.”

President ITham Aliyev has sent a
message to the participants of the
international conference on "Neocolo-
nialism: violation of human rights and
injustice”, held in Baku, the capital of
the country.

In his message, read out by presidential
adviser Hikmet Hajiyev, Aliyev stressed
that it is regrettable that the policy of
colonialism still continues in the 21st
century.

Noting that Azerbaijan is very concer-
ned about the continuation of colonia-
lism and the emergence of new forms
of colonialism in the modern world,
Aliyev noted that France is one of the
countries that continue colonialism.

Aliyev said that France has committed
many crimes against humanity in the
countries it invaded and colonized.

Stating that the French army killed
hundreds of thousands of civilians,
Aliyev noted that in the 20th century
France conducted about 200 nuclear
tests in Polynesia and 17 nuclear tests in
Algeria, and that the consequences of
these tests are still felt in these regions.

"The damage caused by nuclear tests in
these regions should be determined,
and France should pay compensation,”
Aliyev said.

Noting that during the 132-year period
of occupation, France killed more than
1.5 million people in Algeria, Aliyev
noted that the negative consequences of
the French occupation are still felt in
countries such as Morocco, Tunisia,
Mali, Djibouti, Nigeria, Chad, Senegal,
Comoros, Vietnam and Haiti.

"France is one of the countries that use
the most mines in the world,"

Aliyev said that France is also respon-
sible for the genocide in Rwanda, and
continued:

“France is one of the countries in the
world that uses the most mines. In
Algeria, they have installed more than 5
million mines. Algeria, like Azerbaijan,
is one of the countries that suffer from
mines. After France, Armenia is one of
the countries that use the most mines.
Due to the mines laid by Armenia on
the territory of Azerbaijan, over the
past 3 years, about 340 Azerbaijani
citizens have become victims of mines.
One of the reasons why France and
Armenia are closely linked is the
experience of both countries in the
implementation of mine terrorism."

Stating that France has not changed its
policy even after centuries and
continues colonialism with new shame-
ful methods, Aliyev touched upon
human rights violations and problems
faced by overseas French colonies.

Aliyev stated that France violated all the
rights of local peoples in the regions
colonized by it, and gave the following
assessments:

"France, pursuing a policy of hypocrisy
and double standards, is trying to
portray itself as a defender of national
minorities in our region. We are also
seeing the spread of racism and
Islamophobia in France. The French
authorities, who must fight against such
alarming and dangerous trends, are
trying to teach other countries and
interfere in the internal affairs of other
countries. Instead of apologizing for the
atrocities committed, France, which
should be ashamed of its bloody
criminal colonial past, talks about
imaginary ethnic cleansing in other
countries. This country uses its status as
a permanent member of the UN
Security Council to pursue its biased
and biased policy, conducts geopolitical
intrigues in various regions.”

he municipality of Altyndag and the

Embassy of Cyprus in Ankara planted

seedlings in the "Park of the Turkish
Republic of Northern Cyprus and the Memorial
Forest of the Martyrs of Cyprus" for 49 TRNC
citizens who died as a result of the earthquake
that occurred in Kahramanmarash on February
6.
The ceremony was attended by the President of
the Tatars, TRNC Finance Minister Ozdemir
Berova, the Mayor of Altyndag, Associate
Professor Dr. Asim Balji, TRNC Ambassador to
Ankara Ismet Korukoglu, high-ranking officials
and numerous guests.
Tatar noted that the Mayor of Altyndag Balji has
always shown a very close interest in the TRNC
and the Turkish Cypriot people, and stressed that
the earthquake on February 6 was not a
catastrophe of a century, but 1000 years.
Stating that the pain experienced by 49 TRNC
citizens who died in Adiyaman is indescribable,
Tatar said that the relatives of those who have
died since then are constantly thinking about
what can be done for their memory.
Tatar said that thanks to this work in the nursery
carried out by the municipality of Altyndag, the
names of 49 dead citizens of the TRNC will be
transferred to the future.
Stressing that this also testifies to the ancient ties
between the TRNC and Turkey, Tatar said he
hopes that the necessary measures will be taken
as soon as possible so that such incidents do not
happen again and there are no victims.

"No conscience can accept the killing of
innocent people in Palestine,”

stressing that he condemns what is happening in
Palestine, Tatar said: "No conscience can thus
eliminate the mass murder of innocent people,
civilians and children. Therefore, we have
declared a 3-day mourning period in Cyprus, as
well as here. We mourned for 3 days."

Noting that the events in Palestine are still
ongoing and that this is never an acceptable
event, Tatar said that all States of the world have
begun to condemn it.

Tatar recalled that while the TRNC experienced
these difficulties many years ago, the UN and
others were spectators of these events, and said
that he called on the UN to return to its duties.
Stating that the UN appeared before them on the
Pile Road to the TRNC, Tatar said: "But how
much can they interfere in the affairs of Palestine
today? That's what we doubt. Perhaps we have
the right to ask what the United Nations is doing
when so many children are being killed."

The Mayor of Altyndag Balji noted that "The
Park of the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus
and the Memorial Forest of the Martyrs of
Cyprus" is a symbol of the constant love between
Turkey and the TRNC and the memory of the
martyrs.

Balji said that they will keep 49 more cherished
memories in the park, where the memories of
498 heroes who reached the level of martyrdom
in the Cyprus peacekeeping operation are kept.
Stating that the memory of the students, families
and teachers of the Turkish Maarif College in
Famagusta, who were caught in Adiyaman

during the earthquake that occurred on February
6 in Kahramanmarash, will be preserved in the
park, Balji said: "Seedlings will be planted here
today, and as long as these seedlings are alive, we
will always remember them with mercy. Let their
graves be bright, and their places be paradise.”

Stating that they rebelled against the mass
murder of innocent Palestinian civilians, infants
and children, Balji said:

"Tust as we stood up for the just cause of Cyprus
in 1974, just as we stood up against peace and
defended our brothers, our unity and solidarity,
now we declare to the whole world that we
support our Palestinian brothers and sisters who
are fighting against mass killings and treacherous
attacks."

After the speeches of the Tatars, Balji and other
officials planted seedlings with the names of 49
TRNC citizens who died as a result of the
earthquake.

The exhibition "From the past to the present:
artists of the TRNC, exhibition "Altyndag”

was held Before planting seedlings in Ankara, the
opening of the event "From the past to the
present: artists of the TRNC, exhibition

"Altyndag" took place.

The event was attended by the President of the
TRNC Tatars, the Minister of Finance of the
TRNC Berova, the Mayor of Altyndag Balji, the
Rector of the Haji Bayram University of Ankara,
Professor Dr. Mehmet Naji Bostanji and
numerous guests.

Speaking at the opening, the President of the
Tatars stressed that creative activity is important
for them and praised the artists for their work.

Stating that the earthquakes that occurred on
February 6 in Kahramanmarash are a common
pain of the two countries, and asking for
patience, Tatar said: "The proceeds from this
exhibition will be donated to an association
organized in the name of the "Champion Angels"
established in the TRNC. and they are making
great efforts to preserve their names, which, of
course, gives importance to today."

Pointing to the upcoming Republic Day on
October 29, Tatar said: "October 29, 2023 marks
the 100th anniversary of the establishment of the
Republic of Turkey. Together we are preparing to
celebrate October 29 with great enthusiasm."
Also noting that he hopes Turkey will undertake
much more successful projects with the TRNC in
the "second century”, Tatar said: "A stronger
homeland will certainly contribute to the
development and prosperity of the TRNC, which
is a Turkish state in the Eastern Mediterranean."

Recalling that the citizens of the TRNC also died
in Adiyaman as a result of the earthquake on
February 6, which occurred in the area of
Kahramanmarash, Tatar said: "As at every stage
of our history, our pain is your pain, our joy is
your joy."

On October 23, 2023, the 2nd meeting of the
Council of Chief Prosecutors of the Organization of
Turkish States was held in Ankara on the topic
"Legal regulation, practice of countries, problems
and solutions concerning international legal

assistance'

t was attended by the Prosecutor

General of the Republic of

Azerbaijan, the Prosecutor General
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the
Prosecutor General of the Kyrgyz
Republic, the Chairman of the Supreme
Court of the Republic of Turkey and the
Chief Prosecutor of the Court of
Cassation, the Prosecutor General of the
Republic of Uzbekistan. The meeting
was attended by the Minister of Justice
of the Republic of Turkey, as well as the
Secretary General of the Organization of
Turkic States and the Chairman of the
Council of Elders, the Prosecutor
General of the Turkish Republic of
Northern Cyprus, the Executive
Director and General Counsel of the
International Association of Prosecutors.

In his speech at the meeting, the
Secretary General of the Organization of
Turkic States, Ambassador Kubanychbek
Omuraliev, stressed that the current
meeting of the Council of Prosecutors of
the Organization of Turkic States will
contribute to further strengthening
cooperation between prosecutors and
the development of exchange of
experience and expressed the readiness
of the Secretariat of the OTG to support
cooperation activities within the
framework of the Council of Chief
Prosecutors of the OTG. At the same
time, he proposed to create an "action
plan” that would include activities
between the Prosecutor General's
Offices and ensure the necessary follow-
up and reporting at the OTG summits,
and in this context, an "expert group"
should be created, consisting of one
expert from each side and the
Secretariat, to work together on the
implementation of decisions adopted by
the expert group.

The participants provided information
on the activities of the Prosecutor

General's Offices at the bilateral and
multilateral levels and stressed the

importance of cooperation within the
framework of the OTG.

In addition, the parties agreed to change
the name and logo of the TDT Council
of Prosecutors in connection with the
change of the name of the organization
from "Cooperation Council of Turkic-
speaking Countries” to "Organization of
Turkic States” in 2021. The parties also
agreed that, at the initiative of the
Kyrgyz side, the next 3rd meeting of the
TDT Council of Prosecutors will be held
in the Kyrgyz Republic in 2024.

Kyrgyzstan, on October 25,
2023, Chairman of the Council of
Ministers Akilbek Zhaparov held a
meeting with First Vice President of Iran
Mohammad Mohbir, who arrived in
Kyrgyzstan to participate in the summit of
heads of government of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO)
member states. During this meeting, held
in the government building, Zhaparov
congratulated Iran on obtaining full
membership in the SCO and stressed that
he was confident that Iran would
contribute to strengthening the
organization's potential, friendship and
cooperation between the SCO member
states.

At a meeting where issues of cooperation
between Kyrgyzstan and Iran were
discussed, Zhaparov said that, being a
landlocked Kyrgyzstan, they want to use
Iran's seaports for transit and transport
purposes.

Recalling that Kyrgyzstan has the
opportunity to export honey to Iran,
Zhaparov also said that it has a significant
potential for exporting beans. The
Chairman of the Council of Ministers
said: "We have a great potential for
exporting beans to the Iranian market. In
2022, our gross bean harvest reached 78
thousand 276 tons”

KYRGYZSTAN ALSO EXPECTS
INVESTMENTS FROM IRAN

Akilbek Zhaparov expressed satisfaction
with the memorandum of understanding
signed on October 20, 2023 on the

establishment of the Kyrgyz-Iranian
Investment Office in Bishkek and stated
that the activities of the Office will
contribute to the further development of
trade and economic cooperation between
Kyrgyzstan and Iran.

The Chairman of the Cabinet of
Ministers also said that the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Kyrgyz Republic is
working to create a positive investment
climate within the country, and the
investment legislation of Kyrgyzstan is
"quite liberal".

Mohammad Mohbir noted that Iran
wants to strengthen friendly relations with
Kyrgyzstan on the basis of friendship and
partnership, and that bilateral relations
